British Homes

There are 22 million homes in Britain — big homes and small homes, old cottages and new
buildings, houses and flats. (Americans say "apartment" but British people say "flat"). Many
British people love old houses and these are often more expensive than modern ones. They also
love gardening and you will see gardens everywhere you go: in towns, villages and out in the
country.

Some are very small with just one tree and a few flowers. Others are enormous with plenty of
flowers and enough vegetables and fruit trees. Two third of the families in Britain own their
houses.

Millions of these houses are the same with two or three bedrooms and a bathroom upstairs,
dining-room and kitchen downstairs. To pay for their house, home owners borrow money from a
"building society" and pay back a little every month.

There are a great many different kinds of homes in Britain, but there are not enough! It is often
very difficult for young people to find a home when they want to start a family. British homes
are usually smaller than American homes. But like Americans old people, young families and
unmarried people do not usually live together.

The variety of arts is unlimited. What do you prefer: cinema, theatre, painting, music? Why?

Art 1s defined in encyclopedias as the process and result of making material works, which reflect
beauty or reality. The 'creative arts' denote a number of disciplines whose purpose is to create
material things which reflect a message, mood, and symbols for the viewer to interpret.

Art includes various forms such as prose writing, poetry, dance, acting, sculpture, painting,
music, etc. The term 'arts' often means 'fine arts' — painting, sculpture, drawing, engraving.
Installation art, furniture, industrial design, graphic design and others are included in applied
arts. There are a variety of arts, including visual arts and design, decorative arts, plastic arts, and
the performing arts. Artistic expression may take many forms: painting, drawing, printmaking,
sculpture, music and architecture. New forms include photography, film, video art, conceptual
art, performance art, land art, fashion, comics, computer art. Within each form, a wide range of
genres may exist.

Of all the forms of art, I prefer painting and music. I am really interested in painting for several
reasons. Firstly, it is one of the oldest forms of art. Humans have been painting for about 6 times
as long as they have been writing. The oldest painting found is over 32,000 years old. Painting is
a form of art which is believed by many to express feelings and ideas in the visual form. Using
visual images — colours, light and shade, forms and shape, a painter makes us understand his
concept of life, share his feelings and enjoy the beauty of the world. Secondly, painting offers
you a wide choice of styles, it allows us to be as specific or abstract as we please. From the wide
range of various art schools and styles (realism, impressionism, cubism, fauvism, surrealism,
modernism, pop art, etc.) you can choose one to your liking. The art schools I prefer are realism
and impressionism, as I think they depict form and mood in the most distinct and vivid way.

The second form of art I am really keen on is music. The term 'music' is difficult to define. It can
be explained, for example, as the art of making pleasing combinations of sounds in rhythm,
harmony and counterpoint. The music that composers make can be heard through several media;
the most traditional way is to hear it live, in the presence of performers. Live music can also be
broadcast over the radio, television or the internet. Firstly, music helps me relax and relieve
stress. When I listen to music, classical, jazz, rap or any other type of music I enjoy, I forget
about the troubles of everyday life; music provides an escape from everyday problems. Stress
melts away as I am taken in by the beauty of the music. It can help me feel calm and deeply
relaxed. Secondly, music affects my emotions. Each type of music sets distinct mood and
changes mine. In doing so, it appeals both to my mind and to the subconscious. Whether I am
feeling sad, frustrated or confused, I listen to merry or tender music, and my mood shifts.

There are many divisions and groupings of music. Among the larger genres are classical music,
popular music or commercial music, country music and folk music. Classical music is
sophisticated and refined, but it is a universal form of communication, it historically was the
music of the upper strata of society. Popular music is music belonging to any of a number of
musical styles that are accessible to the general public; it is mostly distributed commercially. It is
sometimes abbreviated to pop music, although pop music is more often used for a narrower



branch of popular music. Pop music is usually memorable, with voices, lyrics, instruments
creating catchy tunes. Pop music attracts listeners through easy sound images.

Theatre and Cinema

Nowadays, the theatre is less popular than the cinema. Due to the popularity of television and
since the appearance of video, theatre has lost a great deal of its attraction. Besides, theatre
tickets are very expensive, especially in good theatres. So we can say that a visit to a famous
theatre has become a luxury. Although many theatre-goers try to buy a seasonal ticket before the
beginning of a new season. It may include tickets to several performances and the price for each
will be much cheaper than usual.

Still, the theatre is an inseparable part of the intellectual life of any country. We can even say
that the theatre as an art form reflects the state of society and of the mind of the nation. In every
country theatre has its own history, traditions and peculiarities.

There are a lot of theatres in Russia and some of them are popular all over the world. In Moscow
theatre-goers try not to miss the first nights at the Vakhtangov, Sovremennik, or
Khudozhestvenny (Art) theatres. St. Petersburg also has a variety of theatres, which meet all the
tastes. Lovers of classic music never miss a chance to visit the Philharmonic Society Hall. Opera
and ballet lovers can go to the Mariinsky opera house and the Maly opera house. Those who are
fond of drama visit the Bolshoi Drama Theatre, Alexandrinsky Theatre, Open Theatre and many
others. Many new theatres and studios have appeared during the last five or ten years. Many
theatres are famous for their excellent companies, sets and great directors.

I'm not a regular theatre-goer, but sometimes I like to go and see an interesting performance. One
of my favourite theatres is the Bolshoi Drama Theatre. It is so not only because of its wonderful
company, but I like the interior as well. It is quite a problem to get a ticket there; they are sold
out long in advance.

The house is separated from the stage by the curtain. Of all the seats I prefer to sit in the stalls or
in the dress circle. From there I can get a good view of the stage and can hear and see equally
well without opera-glasses. But I don't like to sit in the balcony.

I usually buy the tickets at the box office. When the day of the performance comes, I dress up
and arrive at the theatre about twenty minutes before the performance to enjoy the atmosphere.

I leave my coat and hat in the cloakroom and buy a programme from the usher because I want to
know what the cast is like. At last the performance begins. The house is full. Everybody is
deeply involved in what happens on the stage. The setting is marvellous and the costumes are
wonderful.

I like the cinema too, even if it doesn't create so festive atmosphere. When I have free time I
often go to see some new film. There is a cinema not far from my house. It is quite a modern
building with a very large hall.

Before every show you can see a newsreel or a documentary. In the foyer you can see photos of
film stars and advertisements for the films to be shown soon.

When I want to go to the cinema I search for information about new films on the Internet. You
can easily find a list of all the cinemas in the city and what is on there today. Then I phone my
friend and we discuss what is worth seeing. We like films with a lot of action and suspense, or
good comedies.

Depending on your personality, this tour with everybody looking at you cat be either a
wonderful “ego trip”, or a terrifying experience. As we made our way down Mall at 40mph, I
realized London looked very different. Everyone grinned, traffic wasdens stopped writing tickets
and strangers shouted encouragement.

MUSEUMS AND ART GALLERIES

The
Hermitage is one of the biggest museums in the world. A lot of permanent and temporary
exhibitions are displayed there. The museum consists of six buildings. The most famous are:
Winter Palace and the Hermitage. You can see portraits of Russian tsars, Roman statues, works
of Western European Art, Egyptian Art and Oriental Art there.

If you go to Great Britain you should definitely visit the British Museum in London. The
museum is very big and you can see works of art in glass, stone, gold and also a few collections
on natural history there.

The Tower of London is another big museum in London. It used to be a treasury, a prison, an
observatory and even a zoo. The Tower of London hosts a big collection of arms and jewels.

The United States of America is famous for its museums and galleries, too. There is the
Smithsonian Institution in Washington, D.C. It consists of several museums and art galleries that
are free and open to the public. The National Portrait Gallery has a big collection of those who
played an important role in the history and culture of the USA. The National Museum of Natural
History is popular with children. The museum contains one of the world's largest scientific
collection: exhibits on human culture, evolution, dinosaurs, birds, animals, sea life, meteorites,
plants, rocks and minerals.

Another famous museum is the National Air and Space Museum. It houses the world's most
expensive collection of aircrafts and spacecrafts. Visitors can see exhibits on the history of air
crafting and watch documentaries in the IMAX movie theatre that is situated inside the building.
The National Museum of American History explores America's scientific, cultural and political
history. It also houses the first American flag.

All museums are very interesting to visit. Museums and art galleries give us an opportunity to
learn facts about art, history and culture of different peoples and countries.

Shops
Do you like shopping? It is well known that many people do like, especially women. In any case
we often just have to do it, when we need some foodstuffs, for example.

If you lack something like bread or milk, it is worth going to the nearest corner
shop, for that will take you about 10 minutes. However, if your fridge is empty and there is not a
slice of bread in your breadbasket, you'd better go to a supermarket. There you'll find all sorts of
foodstuffs — meat and poultry, cheese and sausage, frozen food, drinks, sweets, fruit and
vegetables, grocery, bakery and dairy products. In such shops people usually take a shopping
basket or a trolley and walk among the rows where all items are displayed on the shelves or kept
in refrigerators. If it is not a self-service shop, and most small shops are not, the shop-assistant
helps the customer to find what he or she needs. In supermarkets you can buy not only foodstuffs
but also stationary, clothes, household goods, some electrical goods, perfumery, newspapers and
magazines. They sell various goods under one roof and, undoubtedly, this is very convenient.
You can walk from one department to another looking about, finding out the price and if there is
any discount and in the end you come to cashier's desk where you pay for all your purchases in
cash or by a credit card.
Big department stores are very widespread in Great Britain. The most famous department stores
in the UK are Harrods (one of the largest and the most expensive), House of Fraser, Marks and
Spencer and Debenhams.
Marks & Spencer attracts a great variety of customers from housewives to millionaires. Such
celebrities as Princess Diana, Dustin Hoffman and the British Prime-minister David Cameron are
just a few of its famous customers. It makes a profit of more than 10 million pounds a week. The
store has a brilliant reputation due to a high quality of its goods. It sells not only food and
clothes, but also flowers and furniture. Marks & Spencer is a chain store which has over 700
branches all over the world.
Besides huge department stores, there are many cheap street markets in Great Britain. Most of
them sell various goods: food, jewellery, clothes, electronics and household goods. Some of
them are specialized in particular items: pet products, books, antique furniture and garden stuff.
British people are fond of out-of-town shopping. Some of them have a special shopping day once
a week when the whole family takes a car and goes to an enormous shopping complex out-of-
town, which is also called "superstore". The prices in such shops are pretty low and the choice of
items is various. In these complexes you can find one or more supermarkets, chain-stores, some
smaller shops, a lot of cafes, end even a multi-screen cinema. One of such stores is IKEA. You
are sure to know we have similar shops in Russia, which are called "Mega".
Talking about shopping preferences of Russian people, it is worth saying that many of them like
to go abroad in order to buy cheap good quality things. Those who live in St. Petersburg have an
opportunity to do their shopping in Finland, as the country is situated nearby. It takes only about
4 hours to get to such towns as Helsinki, Imatra, Hamina or Lappeenranta. Each of them has
huge shopping centers where you can find such well-known shops as H&M, Aleksi, Vero Moda,
Lindex, Luhta, Kappahl, Zara, Mango, Vendi, Vogue, Stockmann and so on. Moreover, twice a
season there is a time of crazy discounts of 50 to 70 per cent.

Nowadays it has become not only a necessity but also a
pleasure for many people.

One can not say English cookery is
bad, but there is not a lot of variety in it in comparison with European cuisine. The English are
very particular about their meals. The usual meals in England are breakfast, lunch, tea and
dinner.
Breakfast time is between seven and nine a.m. A traditional English breakfast is a very big meal.
It consists of juice, porridge, a rasher or two of bacon and eggs, toast, butter, jam or marmalade,
tea or coffee. Marmalade is made from oranges and jam is made from other fruit. Many people
like to begin with porridge with milk or cream and sugar, but no good Scotsman ever puts sugar
on it, because Scotland is the home of porridge. For a change you can have sausages, tomatoes,
mushrooms, cold ham or perhaps fish.
But nowadays in spite of the fact that the English strictly keep to their meals many people just
have cereal with milk and sugar or toast with jam or honey.
The two substantial meals of the day are lunch and dinner. Lunch is usually taken at one o'clock.
For many people lunch is a quick meal. Office workers usually go to a cafe at this time. They
take fish, poultry or cold meat (beef, mutton, veal and ham), boiled or fried potatoes and all sorts
of salad. They may have a mutton chop or steak and chips, followed by biscuits and a cup of
coffee. Some people like a glass of light beer with lunch. Pubs also serve good, cheap food.
School children can have a hot meal at school. Some of them just bring a snack from home.
Tea is very popular among the English; it may almost be called their national drink. Tea is
welcome in the morning, in the afternoon and in the evening. The English like it strong and fresh
made. The English put one tea-spoonful of tea for each person. Tea means two things. It is a
drink and a meal. Some people have afternoon tea, so called «high tea» with sandwiches,
tomatoes and salad, a tin of apricots, pears or pineapples and cakes, and, of course a cup of tea.
That is what they call good tea. It is a substantial meal.
Cream teas are also popular. Many visitors, who come to Britain, find English instant coffee
disgusting. Dinner time is generally between six and eight p.m. The evening meal is the biggest



and the main meal of the day. Very often the whole family eats together. They begin with soup,
followed by fish, roast chicken, potatoes and vegetables, fruit and coffee.

On Sundays many families have a traditional lunch consisting of roast chicken, lamb or beef
with salads, vegetables and gravy.

The British enjoy tasting delicious food from other countries, for example, French, Italian, Indian
and Chinese food. Modern people are so busy that they do not have a lot of time for cooking
themselves. So, the British buy the food at the restaurant and bring it home already prepared to
eat. So we can conclude that take-away meals are rather popular among the population. Eating
has become rather international in Britain lately.

Heat oven to 160C/140C fan/gas 3. Soften the celery, onion, carrots, bay and 1 thyme sprig in a
casserole with 1 tbsp oil and the butter for 10 mins. Stir in the flour, followed by the purée,
Worcestershire sauce and stock cubes.
Gradually stir in 600ml hot water, then tip in the beef and bring to a gentle simmer. Cover and
cook in the oven for 2 hrs 30 mins, then uncover and cook for 30 mins -1 hr more until the meat
is really tender and sauce thickened.
Meanwhile, cook potatoes in a pan of boiling water until they’re not done but about % of the way
there.
Transfer meat to a baking dish. Slice spuds into 1cm thick rounds and gently toss with seasoning,
the remaining oil and thyme leaves. Layer on the beef, scattering with the cheese as you layer.
You can cover and chill the pie now for 1 day, or freeze for up to 3 months.
Increase oven to 200C/180C fan/gas 6 and bake for 30-40 mins until golden and crispy, and
sauce bubbling if the dish went in cold. Serve with peas.

The Olympic Games

The Olympic Games were originally an ancient Greek religious festival in honour of
Zeus, held in Olympia near Mount Olympus, the mythical home of the gods. The initial date
for the beginning of the Games was 776 B. C. They were held every four years, in the middle
of the summer; the main condition of the festival was that there should be peace throughout
Greece. The ceremonies included contests in oratory, poetry, music, and art, as well as in
athletic skills like wrestling, throwing the javelin, and running.

The Olympic Games were an exclusively male festival, open to young men from all the
Greek cities. Women were not allowed to compete in the Olympic Games, or even to attend
and watch them. The victors were traditionally crowned with olive leaves rather than with
gold medals. Their importance in Greek life was so great that the Olympiad, the four-year
interval between Games, was a main unit of the Hellenic calendar. To be a victor in the
classical Olympic Games was a great honour not only for the athlete but for his city.

The classical Games continued for over a thousand years. The Games were suppressed by
the Roman Emperor Theodosius in A. D. 392.

With growth of interest in sport in the nineteenth century and the organization of annual
and traditional sporting contests, especially between schools and universities, the idea arose
of reviving the Olympic Games in the modern world. A Frenchman, Baron Pierre de
Coubertin, was the enthusiast whose personal drive and initiative brought about the
inauguration of the modern Olympic Games in 1896 with the participation of 311 athletes
from thirteen countries, competing in nine sports.

At first the modern Games were limited to men. Women first competed in the Games in
1910, playing golf. The first womens participation only began in Paris in 1924 with the
inclusion of women's athletics in the programme. In recent Olympiads the women's
programme has been greatly extended and in 1980 yet another event — hockey, one of the
most popular of girls team games was added to the programme of the Moscow Games.

Winter sports were brought into the Olympic programme through the organization of
special Winter Games, first held in France at Chamonix in 1924, with competitions in ice
hockey, speedskating, figure skating, and skiing. These are still the basic events of the winter
programme, with the addition of bobsleigh and toboggan races, and ice hockey.

The most impressive moment in the opening ceremony of the Games is the taking of the
Olympic oaths. First a representative athlete from the host country, holding a corner of the
Olympic flag, takes the following oath on behalf of all the participants.

The Olympic flag has a motif of five interlocking rings on a white background. The five
rings represent the five inhabited continents of the world and symbolize universal
brotherhood. The six colours, the white of the background and the blue, yellow, black, green,
and red of the rings, represent the nations of the world, since every national flag contains at
least one of these colours. The ceremonial embroidered flag, by the Olympic rules, must
reside in the principal municipal building of the host city until the next Games.

The motto of the Games is "Citius, altius, fortius" (Latin — faster, higher, braver).
Officially there are individual and team victors but no victor countries; from the very



beginning of the Games, however, the Press has made an unofficial count of the medals won
by the sportsmen of each participating country and has kept an unofficial points score. Until
Olympics in 1952 the team of the United States dominated the Summer Games. Since the
Helsinki Games, when the USSR took part in them for the first time, competition in all events
of the programme has become keener, and one country has ceased to dominate. The US hold
on first place is being successfully challenged by the USSR and the German Democratic
Republic.
Each Olympiad the size of the Olympic Games has been growing in the scale of competition,
number of competitors, and size of the audience watching them — live or by television. When
the first modern Games were held in Athens, the spectators numbered only thousands; the
cinema brought scenes from them to small, audiences weeks later. Today huge stadiums
accommodate tens of thousands of spectators, while television brings the scene directly to the
homes of the whole world.

Moscow: Red Square, the Cathedral of St. Basil and the Kremlin

The most famous sight of the city is Red Square. It has witnessed many important events in the
life of the Russian people. In the southern part of Red Square near the Spassky Gates the
Cathedral of St. Basil is situated.

Building of St. Basil Cathedral began in 1555 on the orders of Ivan the Terrible and it was
completed in 1561.

Not far from the Cathedral of St. Basil there is a monument to Minin and Pozharski, the heroes
of the national Uberation struggle against the Polish and Lithuanian invaders in the early XVII
century.

This was the first monument in Moscow, erected to civilians

One of the most significant sights of Moscow is the Kremlin.

It is the heart of Moscow and the heart of the whole country. It is the seat of the government and
the place where the most significant events are held. It is also the cradle of Moscow.

The Kremlin is the place from where the ancient Russian capital grew and developed and its
walls have looked down on the most important events in the history of the old Russian state, the
world's first socialist country, its decline, and the birth of the new Russian state.

There is a great collection of art treasures on the Kremlin territory. The ancient Kremlin is still a
great mystery. There is a legend that a considerable part of the treasures lies hidden.

Russia's Seven Wonders

Art, architecture and culture join with virgin wilderness and sun-splashed beaches, making
Russia truly an adventurous travellers wonderland.

From the volcanoes and geysers of Kamchatka, through the Siberian taiga to the mineral spas
around the Black Sea coast, it cannot be said Russia has nothing to offer the average tourist.

But figures cited by tourism experts showed that 70-80 percent of 3.5 million foreign tourists
that came to the country last year rarely ventured farther than Moscow, St. Petersburg and
perhaps the Golden Ring.

They don t realize they could be taking a cruise along the waters of the Volga, bathing in hot
springs surrounded by volcanoes in Kamchatka or taking a boat over the crystal-clear waters of
Lake Baikal.

An alternative Seven Wonders of the World could easily be unearthed on Russia's territory, if
only tourists were willing to dig them out.

Considered the heart of Russia, Moscow is described as a place where ancient Russia meets the
Soviet Union and capitalism — illustrated by the golden onion domes of the Kremlin's Orthodox



churches, which look out past Lenin's mausoleum and over the massive GUM shopping
complex.

St. Petersburg, on the other hand, is considered to be a more European capital. The creation of
Peter the Great, it is best know for its 18th- and 19th-century palaces; the Peter and Paul fortress,
a former prison, the Hermitage Museum, and the White Nights.

The Golden Ring is a group of towns and cities — including Suzdal, Vladimir, Yaroslavl,
Kostroma and others. They offer a host of restored and abandoned churches, monasteries and
fortresses, rich museums and preserved wooden villages.

Set on the Black Sea coast against the backdrop of the snow-capped Caucasus mountains, the
beach resort town Sochi was for a long time the place to spend a vacation, with its subtropical
climate, warm seas, arboretum and gardens. Most tourists visit Sochi to relax on the beaches,
swim in the sea and partake of its favourable climate; but its mineral spas and sanatoriums make
it an ideal health resort.

For those seeking a natural high, Russias best attractions may be the Altai and Caucasus
mountains.

Untouched, unharmed and largely undiscovered by Western tourists, the so-called golden
mountains of Russia's Altai republic are noted for being among the most beautiful and primordial
parts of Siberia. The Altai mountain chain is set in a rich and diverse landscape of steppe, taiga
and semi-desert, and stretches about 2,000 kilometres from Mongolia's Gobi Desert to the West
Siberian Plain, through Chinese, Mongolian, Russian and Kazak territory.

Areas of the Caucasus mountains, which rise dramatically above the Black Sea coast and run
down to the Caspian Sea, are also noted for their plant diversity, subalpine pastures grazed by
wild animals and lack of human disturbance. Here, one can go skiing, scale Europe's highest
peak — the 5,642-meter Mount Elbrus — and relax at the spas of Mineralniye Vody.

Travellers can visit Kamchatka to see its hot springs and view its wildlife and spectacular
sunsets. Kamchatka, a more than 1,000-kilometer-long peninsula dividing the Sea of Okhotsk
from the Pacific Ocean, is said to be one of the least explored regions on Earth. The most
amazing attraction is the Valley of the Geysers in Kronotsky National Park, which was only
discovered in the 1940s. Its 180 or more volcanoes, thermal activity, hot springs, heated rivers
and geysers should be enough to attract any tourist. Inhabited by less than one person per square
kilometre, the peninsula boasts at least 14,000 rivers, 10,000 lakes, thousands of brown bears and
sable, and hundreds of bird and plant species indigenous to the area.

A holiday pursuit popular among Russians but rarely tried by foreigners is to take the pulse of
the country by plying its main artery, the Volga. The 3,700-kilometer-long river winds its way
past republics and cities with varied environments, religions and economies, but all of which
hold the Volga as something central to their cultural heritage.

But among the best waters to ply are the crystal-clear depths of the pearl of Siberia — Lake
Baikal — one of the genuine Seven Natural Wonders of the World. An impressive spectacle near
the border of Russia and Mongolia, Lake Baikal is 636 kilometres long and 80 kilometres wide
— and is the world's deepest lake. Surrounded by forests and mountain peaks, the waters are
transparent to a depth of 40 meters in the summer, and freeze over so thick in the winter that the
Trans-Siberian Railroad once ran over its surface. The lake has more than 2,000 recorded plant
and animal species — bears, elk, lynx, sables, freshwater seal, trout, salmon and sturgeon. It is
fed by 336 rivers, with only one river feeding out.

One of the most famous ways to explore Siberia's vast expanse — and probably the dream of
many a foreigner — is the mythical Trans-Siberian Railroad. The Trans-Siberian Railroad is now
the longest continuous rail line on earth. Lake Baikal, Ulan Ude in Buryatia and Vladivostok, Far
East, are all along the journey.

Russian Holidays and Traditions

Each single country has its unique customs and traditions. I am going to tell you about some
celebrations and traditions in Russia.

Russians really love holidays due to the wide Russian soul. We usually spend them with a lot of
delicious food, gifts and in a friendly atmosphere of relatives and mates.

There are three different kinds of holidays in our country. They are family holidays, religious
holidays and state holidays. I will tell you about family holidays first. They include birthdays,
weddings, anniversaries and others. In each family there are their own traditions of celebrating.
For instance, my family celebrates my birthday within two days. On the first day I celebrate it
with my parents and grandparents. The second day I celebrate it only in a company of my close
friends. They usually congratulate me and arrange a lot of surprises.

State or public holidays in Russia consist of Constitution Day, New Year's Day, the International
Women's Day, May Day, Victory Day, Russia Day. During these holidays, people have vacation
days. They spend time with their lovable families and friends or go downtown to celebrate there.
Banks, companies and some stores do not work on these days either.

The New Year's Day is the foundational event among Russians. We put up a New Year fir-tree
and decorate it with rainbow lights and balls.

The biggest fir-tree of the country is put up in the Red Square in Moscow. Tiny fir-trees are put
up in shop windows, in streets and squares, even on roofs of buildings. Both children and adults
enjoy this celebration very much. Children are allowed to stay awake until the morning and get
their presents.

When it is only five minutes to midnight on December, 31, all relatives usually sit altogether in
front of the TV and watch the president's conventional speech. As soon as the minute hand of the
maih clock on the Kremlin tower shows midnight, people congratulate each other with the New
Year and drink special beverage — champagne. After that there is the time for gifts. After the
whole amount of gifts are presented, Russians have fun, eat, drink, and play games during the
night till the sunrise.

Victory Day is the most significant and sacred holiday through all Russian history. This is the
day for remembering those who defended our country from the German occupiers during World
War II. A grand parade is going to be on this day in Red Square every year. Numerous patriotic
war movies are shown on television. This is a special day for veterans and every child and adult
congratulates them with a lot of flowers and presents.



Religious holidays include Christmas, Easter and others. There is also a pagan holiday —
Shrovetide (Pancake Day). As a rule, these holidays are not official, so people usually ought to
be at work or school. At Shrovetide, people see spring coming, eat pancakes and burn
scarecrows, which symbolizes evil force of winter.

Nowadays foreign celebrations, like Halloween and St. Valentine's Day, are becoming familiar
to Russians. On Halloween almost all clubs organize fancy dress parties. St. Valentine's Day is
mostly popular among young people. They usually prepare some presents for their girlfriends
and boyfriends such as bars of chocolate and boxes of sweets and make postcards in the shape of
a heart.

According to the Constitution adopted in 1993, the Russian Federation is a presidential republic.
Just like political systems in other countries, our political system also has three branches of
power- legislative, executive and judicial.

The Federal Assembly represents the legislative branch of power. It is also made up of two
houses* the Federation Council and the State Duma, which make laws. Both houses are headed
by chairmen called speakers. Russia is divided into 89 federal subjects. Each subject elects two
representatives to the Federation Council, so there are 178 members in the Federation Council.
The State Duma consists of 450 deputies. 225 members are elected directly by the people. The
other half of deputies is appointed by their parties after party-list voting according to which
every party gains a number of seats. The main function of the Federal Assembly is to make laws.
Every law must be approved by the State Duma and the Federation Council, and signed by the
President.



The Federal Government represents the executive branch of power. It consists of the Prime
Minister and the Cabinet of Ministers.

The President is the head of state in Russia and he is elected directly by the people. In fact he has
a lot of power. The President can even dissolve the State Duma if it doesn't agree with his
sugges-tions three times running. The President has his Administration but it is not part of the
Federal Government. The President is involved in the work of the legislative and executive
branches.

The judicial branch of power is represented by the Supreme Court and the Constitutional Court.
The Supreme Court is the highest court for civil and criminal cases. The responsibility of the
Constitutional Court is to determine whether new laws or actions of President correspond to the
Constitution. The Constitution is the main law of Russia. It guarantees the rights and freedoms of
Russian citizens.

Russian political system also has "the system of checks and balances" like that in the USA. For
example, the President appoints the heads of the Federal Government and the Chairman of the
Government, but the State Duma must approve his appointment. The President can veto laws
passed by the Federal Assembly, but the Federal Assembly can pass laws over the President's
veto by a two-thirds majority. The Constitutional Court has the right to declare actions of the
President, the Federal Assembly and the Federal Government unconstitutional.

There are many political parties in our country. The most well-known are the Communist Party,
the Liberal Democratic Party, the "Unity" Party, the Union of the Right Forces and the "Apple"
Party.

Christmas for most of the year. In fact, the countryside is covered in white in winter, spring and
autumn, too, but it doesn't always feel like Christmas!

Anyone or anything that needs to reach the place has to come by a small skiplane from the
city of Anchorage, or by dogsled. The nearest neighbours are 40 miles away and temperatures
can reach 40 degrees below zero, and there is always the danger of wild bears. The family have
lived at Winterlake Lodge ioin the Alaskan wilderness for many years. They came to open the
first of their three lodges in 1983. Still, in this isolated, snowbound place, the Dixons are happy.

Kirsten, who is an award-winning chef, and Carl, who organises outdoor activities, have
made sure their home is as comfortable as is any other. But it is important to be self-sufficient.



They could probably exist without bringing in things from outside, with the exception of petrol.

They keep chickens, catch fish, and grow vegetables and herbs, and gather wild fruits in late

summer. On special occasions such as Christmas, they fly in some special treats such as king

crabs and oysters, which Kirsten makes into delicious creamy soup. Dinner consists of goose or

reindeer, and blueberry muffins and chocolate brownies are always popular. The best part of any

celebratory meal is, of course, ice-cream pudding - called, you've guessed, Baked Alaska!

Nowadays, the USA is a highly developed industrial country. It is the world's leading producer
of copper and oil and the world's second producer of iron ore and coal. Among the most
important manufacturing industries are aircraft, cars, textiles, radio and television sets,
armaments, furniture and paper.
American farmers plant spring wheat in the western plains. They raise corn, wheat and beef
cattle in the Midwest. Florida and California are famous for their vegetables and fruit production,
and the northwestern states are known for apples, pears, berries and vegetables.
There are many important cities in the USA, for example New York, one of the largest cities in
the world, a great seaport and financial centre, Chicago near the Great Lakes, one of the biggest
industrial cities in the USA, and the second largest after New York. Boston is one of the first
cities e built on the Atlantic coast of America. Now it is a big cultural centre with three
universities. Los Angeles in California is a centre of modern industries and show business. Other
big cities in the USA are Philadelphia, Dallas, San Francisco, Washington, Detroit etc.
The USA as an independent state was set up by the Constitution in 1787. Under the Constitution
the federal government is divided into three branches. The legislative branch is exercised by the
Congress. The Congress consists of two houses: the Senate and the House of Representatives.
There are 100 senators and 435 members in the House of Representatives. The executive branch
is headed by the President chosen in nation-wide elections every four years together with the
Vice-President. The judicial branch is made up of Federal District Courts, 11 Federal Courts and
the Supreme Court. Federal judges are appointed by the President for life. There are two main
political parties in the USA: the Republicans and the Democratics.
From the beginning of the twentieth century the USA became one the world's leading country.

Famous Big and Small Cities of the USA
New York City
The biggest city of the USA is New York City, which is situated in New York State. The city is
also called The Big Apple. In the 19th century it used to be very dirty with muddy streets and
avenues. Fires and diseases were widely spread in New York those times. When immigrants
started to arrive, New York began growing fast. New inventions were developed to manage the
population expansion. Trains, bridges, railways, steam boats and skyscrapers were introduced.
The first skyscraper was built in 1888 and had only 13 floors, but the next skyscraper had 22
floors. The Empire State Building is the tallest building in New York with 102 floors.
New York is an industrial, financial, political, cultural and business centre of the USA. It attracts
a lot of people from all over the world. The city lies in the mouth of the Hudson River and is
divided into 5 boroughs: Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, Bronx and Staten Island. Brooklyn is the
most populous borough also called the bedroom of New York as many people live there.
Richmond is the poorest borough with piers and warehouses. The Bronx is more residential,
rather than industrial part of the city when Queens is both residential and industrial borough of
the city.
Manhattan is the heart of New York and the centre of American finance, art, theatre and fashion.
It is divided into the West Side and the East Side and also into Downtown, Midtown and Uptown
Manhattan. Wall Street is one of the most famous streets in New York where the New York
Stock Exchange and the American Stock Exchange are situated. There are many stockbrokers,
banks, and headquarters of large corporations in the Wall Street area. On a weekday you can
visit the New York Stock Exchange.
Chinatown is another tourist attraction of New York where the Chinese immigrants live. The
place is full of Chinese restaurants and shops. The Chrysler Building and the Empire State
Building, one of the tallest buildings in the world, are situated in Midtown Manhattan, the
financial centre of New York. Times Square is famous for its Theatre District which begins at
the Square and spreads to Broadway Street. Central Park which is in Uptown Manhattan is a
large green spot on the map of New York. The Park was designed in the 1850's and has a skating



rink, a zoo, a lake where you can row, and an outdoor theatre, where events are held each
summer.

New York is famous for its museums and art galleries too. The Metropolitan Museum of Art is
the biggest of all. It houses more than two million works of art several hundred thousand of
which are on display at any time.

The Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum has one of the world's finest collections of modern and
contemporary art. Masterpieces by some of the most important artists of the nineteenth and
twentieth centuries, including Brancusi, Chagall, Kandinsky, Picasso and Van Gogh can be seen
there.

The American Museum of Natural History is the largest science museum in the world.

Broadway is home to many big and small theatres of New York. It starts in Times Square. In
addition to Broadway there are Off-Broadway and Off-Off-Broadway theatres. Most of these
theatres are in the Greenwich Village. Plays at such theatres are more experimental than plays on
Broadway and they touch some new topics and problems. Sometimes the audience becomes part
of the play.

The Statue of Liberty is the symbol of freedom. Since 1886, the Statue of Liberty has stood in
New York harbour. It is a gift of international friendship from the people of France to the people
of the United States. The statue is of a robed female figure representing Libertas, the Roman
goddess of freedom, who bears a torch and a tabula ansata (a tablet evoking the law) upon which
is inscribed the date of the American Declaration of Independence, July 4, 1776. A broken chain
lies at her feet.

The American Museum of Immigration was opened by President Nixon in 1972, at the base of
the statue. It houses a permanent exhibition of photos, posters, and artifacts showing the history
of American immigration. The complete statue was officially presented to the United States in
Paris, France on July 4, 1884. It was then carefully taken apart and shipped to America. The
statue arrived in 1885 and the pedestal was completed in April of 1886. The statue was made
from copper sheets and it is hollow inside. There is a circular stairway from the base to the
crown and a lift inside the Statue.

New York is a very well-planned city, so it is not hard to find a way around it. The streets are
named by ordinal numbers or letters of the alphabet: Sth Avenue, W 21st Street, E 38th Street,
etc.

Los Angeles

Los Angeles (or L.A.), a city in California, is considered to be the capital of the film industry.
Hollywood, a district of L.A., is famous for its film production all over the world. It used to be a
farmland until film-makers started to move there. Hollywood turned to be a perfect place for
shooting films all year round as it has mountains, an ocean and a desert.

The Beverly Hills district is the wealthiest area of Los Angeles. It's famous for its beautiful
houses and expensive shops and restaurants. The city is very busy with a lot of traffic going
along highways. It's one of the problems that L.A. faces nowadays. Its air is so polluted that
sometimes people can't see the sun even when there are no clouds in the sky. Another problem is
crime. This is one of the most dangerous cities in the States.

Los Angeles is not only a tourist centre, but also a large centre of manufacturing, finance and
trade.

There are a lot of places of interest in L.A. The Music Centre is the cultural point of Southern
California, and the home to orchestral music, vocal performance, opera, theatre and dance. At the
Children's Museum there are exhibits designed espe—cially for children who can touch and
explore them and learn through play.

Little Tokyo makes you feel in Japan. There are luxury goods and numerous exotic restaurants
there. Chinatown is located in the spacious lanes. Numerous shops offer oriental goods.

The Natural History Museum displays fossils, gems and minerals.

A good place to have fun is Disneyland where children and grown-ups can spend some great
time.

San Francisco



San Francisco is one the most beautiful cities in America. It used to be very small until the Gold
Rush began. Seekers of gold came to San Francisco and stayed there. In a few years the
population of the city grew to more than 50 thousand people. Later, in 1906, San Francisco was
destroyed by a huge earthquake and a big part of the city burned down.

San Francisco is surrounded by water on three sides, it stands on 40 hills and trams, or street-
cars, climb up and down the hills. The city also bears the reputation of being crazy. Beat poets
and hippies led a very active life there.

The Golden Gate Bridge, which is over the Golden Gate Strait connecting San Francisco Bay to
the Pacific Ocean is the symbol of San Francisco.

Boston

Boston, the capital of Massachusetts, is the oldest major city in the USA. It is a city of numerous
historic places and places of interest. The Freedom Trail is the simplest, cheapest, safest, and
most flexible way to get acquainted with Boston's historic sights. The Trail is a red line painted
on the pavement following which one can pass by all important places of interest in Boston.

Two big celebrations take place in Boston's Chinatown every year. The first is the New Year,
usually celebrated in February. The activities include lion dances, traditional Chinese dance and
Kung Fu performances. There are a lot of big and small cheap Chinese restaurants in the district.

The New England Aquarium has the world's largest collection of sharks. The Museum of Fine
Arts displays outstanding Egyptian and Asian collections, a good display of Impressionists and
superb Americans.

The Constitution ship is another interesting place to visit. The entrance to the ship is free to the
public. Boston also has a lot of monuments, such as the Boston Massacre Monument, the
Lafayette Monument, the Declaration of Independence Monument and the Civil War Monument.

They greet the new year with champagne and listen to the Kremlin chimes
beating 12 o'clock.

Children always wait for Father Frost to come
and give them a present. Many people consider New Year's Day to be a family holiday. But the
young prefer to have New Year parties of their own.

Non-official "Men's Day" is the 23d of February, it is a public holiday called "The Homeland
Defenders Day". All men in Russia are liable for call-up (including reservists), so they all are
celebrities. On this day women usually give men small gifts.

On the 8th of March we celebrate Women's Day when men are supposed to do everything
about the house and cook all the meals. This is pretty nice — at least once a year women can
take a break and forget about all those dishes, cooking, kids, take a magazine and relax on a
coach.

The 1st of May is the Day of Labour. During Soviet time there were huge demonstrations on
this day, as everybody was obliged to show his loyalty to the state; now only communists
organize meetings on this date.

The greatest national holiday in our country is Victory Day. On the 9th of May, 1945, the
Soviet Army and its allies completely defeated the German fascists and the Second World War
and the Great Patriotic War ended. A magnificent memorial on PoklonnayaGora has been built
to commemorate the Victory. Many veterans take part in the military parade and lay wreaths on
the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. Radio and television broadcast popular war songs. A lot of
guests from different countries of the .world come to Moscow to participate in the celebrations.

Independence Day is anew holiday in our country. On the 12th of June, 1992, the first
President of Russia was elected.

The 1st of September is the Day of Knowledge — it's the beginning of a school year.
Children go to schools with flowers for teachers, there are meetings before the classes start.

The 12th of December — the Constitution Day. This day the first Constitution of the Russian
Federation was adopted in 1993 (previous Constitutions were all Soviet Unions).

Russians love to celebrate. We adopted the Western holidays such as St. Valentine, and
Halloween. We also appreciate Chinese New Year, Muslim and Jewish holidays, as Russians are
very tolerant to other religions.

We also celebrate Easter and lots of professional holidays which are not public holidays and
banks, offices and schools do not close.

It is a well-known fact that most Russians are patriots of their country: they are usually homesick
when they leave Russia for a long period of time, and are usually keen supporters of traditions.
Russian people keep up a lot of folk traditions. Many of them are of religious origin and were,
actually, banned after the Russian Revolution of 1917 but survived and are now restored. These
are all kinds of traditions based on Christianity and the Russian Orthodox Church, like those of
Christmas, Lent and Easter. A well-known Easter tradition is, for example, painting eggs bright
colours to symbolize springtime and life, and playing an Easter egg game in which each person
takes a hard-boiled, coloured egg. Players make pairs and then tap the ends of their eggs
together. First the wide ends of the two eggs are tapped together, then the narrow ends, and
finally one wide and one narrow end. When a player's egg breaks, he or she leaves the game,
which continues until one player is left with an unbroken egg. The one who wins is considered to
be likely to have good luck in everything.

The second group is formed by folk traditions which date back to the times before Christianity,
like fortune-telling, some wedding or funeral rituals. The third group is formed by traditions
pertaining to official celebrations, like those of the Victory Day when World War II veterans
meet in Moscow in front of the Bolshoi Theatre building, and people of all ages come to
congratulate them and give them flowers.

My favourite Russian folk tradition is Maslenitsa, or Pancake Week, which is a combination of
Christian and pagan traditions and is the last week before the Lent. There are several reasons
why I like it so much. Firstly, I am really fond of Russian folk traditions, and Maslenitsa week is
full of traditional Russian festival activities: masquerades, snowball fights, sledding and sleigh
rides. Secondly, it is a chance to taste traditional Russian food which we don't very often cook
nowadays, as we got used to buy ready-made food in supermarkets. The essential element of
Maslenitsa celebration is Russian pancakes, made of rich foods like butter, eggs and milk. They
are usually eaten with sour cream or caviar. For many Christians, Maslenitsa is the last chance to
meet with the worldly delights before the fasting of Lent. (For Russian official holidays, see
'Public Holidays in Russia'.)

Holidays and Traditions in Russia and English-speaking Countries
Every country has its national holidays, but there are also holidays that are common for many
countries. New Year's Day is the first holiday of each new year. In Russia it is the most popular
holiday, but in Europe and America people pay more attention to Christmas. The celebration
begins on New Year's Eve, that is, on the 31st of December. At home we all stay up until
midnight and much later. We light coloured lamps on our New Year Tree and have a late dinner
with cake and champagne. Sometimes we just watch TV, but we also go out for a late walk.
Everybody gets presents.
New Year's Day is a family event. But in Russia we also have holidays commemorating some
important events in our history, for example, Victory Day or Constitution Day. There are also
holidays like May Day and Women's Day which started as political events but over the years
have become family holidays.
Recently Russian people have begun to celebrate religious holidays again. The most important
religious holidays are Christmas and Easter. In Russia, Christmas is celebrated on January 7th,
and in Europe and in the USA on December 25th.
In Great Britain there are also many holidays, some of them are the same as in our country, and
some different. Bank Holidays, the peculiar English holidays, were appointed by Act of
Parliament in 1871. They happen four times a year: Easter Monday, Whit Monday, the first
Monday in August and December 26th. December 26th is Boxing Day. The «boxing» refers to
the boxes of Christmas presents which are usually given on that day. Other public holidays are:
Christmas Day, New Year's Day, Good Friday and May Day. On these days all banks and all
places of business are closed and nearly everyone takes a holiday.
But besides public holidays, the British people observe certain traditions on such days as
Pancake Day, Shrove Tuesday, Guy Fawkes' Night, St. Valentine's Day, April Fool's Day,
which, unless they fall on Sunday, are ordinary working days.
In the USA constitution there is no provision for national holidays. Each state has the right to
decide which holiday to observe. Many states have holidays of their own, but there are also
major holidays observed in nearly all the states.
The main holiday in the USA is Independence Day, celebrated on the fourth of July. On that day
in 1776, the Declaration of Independence was adopted. It is a patriotic holiday, celebrated with
the firing of guns, and fireworks, parades and open-air meetings.
Another traditional American holiday is Thanksgiving Day which falls on the fourth Thursday of
November. It has been a national holiday since the 17th century, when the English colonists
decided to celebrate the end of their first year in America and to give thanks to God. It is a
family holiday with a large traditional dinner including turkey and pumpkin pie.
There are other holidays in the USA besides Christmas, New Year and Easter, which are popular
all round the world. 34 of the 50 states observe Columbus Day on October 12. It commemorates
the discovery of America. Labour Day on the first Monday of September marks the end of the
summer and of the vacations. There is also Memorial Day or Decoration Day observed on the
30th of May when Americans honour the servicemen who gave their lives in all the past wars
and hold memorial services. Veterans' Day on the 11th November is dedicated to the end of the
First World War. This Day is observed not only in the USA and the UK but all over Europe and

The loss of the forests upsets the oxygen balance
of the new wastelands. As a result some species of animals, birds, fish and plants have
disappeared and keep disappearing.

Stress and How to Cope Well With It

Nowadays many people say that they are tired of their hectic lifestyle. They work too much and
stop taking breaks. They forget about everything striving for their goals and they constantly raise
the bar. Very often they don't find personal satisfaction in their work and don't love what they
do. They have no sense of personal accomplishment and self-satisfaction. Some people don't feel
content even when they achieve their goal. One the contrary, they feel disillusioned and
dissatisfied. Having climbed the ladder of success they find nothing worthwhile on the top.
Constant fatigue, physical and moral exhaustion, monotony and impossible pressure at work and
at home can cause stress.

Stress is the emotional and physical strain caused by people's response to pressure from the
outside world. Stress causes tension, irritability, anxiety, alarm, loss of concentration, sensations
of fear and panic as well as headaches and a fast heartbeat. It can result in a real breakdown of
health. Stress can even cause heart disease and cancer.

There are a lot of stressful events in our lives, such as divorce, losing a job or having difficulties
at home or at work. But changes for the better can also cause stress, like a new baby, a wedding,
and a new house. Pupils and students often face stress from problems at school, poor
relationships with peers, strict and demanding teachers, exams and many other problems.

Feeling stressed many people try to find some distraction and to escape their problems. They
begin overeating, smoking, drinking, and even taking drugs. But junk food, cigarettes, sleeping
pills and alcohol don't help. On the contrary, they make things much worse and more difficult to
patch up.

Stress can have a negative influence not only on our physical and mental health, but on the lives
of those around us. It often makes us lose control and shout at our spouses, relatives, friends or
colleagues. Taking stress out on our nearest and dearest is the easiest way to hurt their feelings
and to make them feel depressed too.

People react to stress in different ways. Some of us are more vulnerable to stress than others.
People who are always angry, impatient and mistrustful may have more stress-related physical
problems.

It is very important to try to avoid stress or at least to minimize it. That's why it is essential to
notice early signs of stress and to remove some of its causes. If you catch the trouble early, the
problem may be easy to fix.

One of the best ways to cope with stress is to keep a sense of humor in difficult situations. Wise
people say that laughter is the best medicine for all diseases. It increases blood flow and it may
reduce the risk of heart disease. Besides, laughter makes the body release pleasure chemicals.
Regular leisure activities and relaxing hobbies are also very important in reducing stress. If you
feel depressed, yoga, swimming, bicycling, painting or gardening can help you relax, calm down
and get a new lease on life. Anti-anxiety medications and anti-depressants can be useful for
dealing with short periods of acute stress. But the side effects of such medications can be rather
dangerous, that's why they must never be taken as often as vitamins. Besides, anti-anxiety
medications and anti-depressants cause addiction and may lead to suicides.

Forget about your problems. Take a day off work, domestic chores and family. Work regular
hours and don't forget to take breaks and holidays. Don't expect too much of yourself and don't
try to aim higher than your capacity. Have a balance in life. Walk away from stressful situations
and be positive and enthusiastic. In other words 'don't worry, be happy.'

Although the average citizen is usually annoyed by all the advertisements printed in
newspapers and magazines and the commercials broadcast on TV, the impact of the whole
advertising industry on a single person is immense and plays a very important role in our lives.

The public advertising seen on
street hoardings, railway stations and buildings makes people's life more joyful. Moreover, all
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those small ads in the press concerning "employment", "education" and "For sale and wanted"
columns, help ordinary people to find a better job or a better employee, to sell or to buy their
second-hand things and find services, or learn about educational facilities, social events such as,
concerts, theatre plays, football matches, and to announce births, marriages and deaths.
Thus despite our dissatisfaction when being bombarded by all the advertisers' information we
must admit that they do perform a useful service to society, and advertisements are an essential
part of our everyday life.

What roles do aesthetic categories play in advertising imagery? How does aesthetic
communication affect advertising? In light of such questions, this paper aims to point out the
importance of aesthetic communication in advertising. It set off from a contextual discussion on
the particularities of aesthetic communication in advertising imagery. Next, it elucidates the
conceptual frame of such advertising component. To further highlight the aesthetic
communication functions, this paper proceeds to revealing the primary aesthetic categories
specific to advertising imagery. On the positive side, it points out the beauty, the sublime, the
graciousness, the humour, the poetic etc. On the negative side, it reveals the ugliness, the
grotesque, the monstrous etc. In the end, conclusive remarks reiterate the role of aesthetic
communication in advertising.

In this paper we aim to develop an interdisciplinary exploratory research regarding the role
of aesthetic communication in advertising. For this purpose we use qualitative research methods
specific for aesthetics, advertising design and communication studies, consisting of participant
observation, content analysis and interpretation of offline and online advertising imagery. Our
research will begin by highlight the conceptual frame and the specific of aesthetic
communication in advertising imagery, further it will discuss the related aesthetic categories, and
finally it will underlining some conclusions.

This style
represents elegant blue and dark-blue flowers and patterns on a white background. The name
"Gzel" has occurred from the name of village Gzel, where this ceramic is made. The potter's
craft exists here till the beginning of seventeenth century.

The National Creativity of Russia

Another original and unique craft of Russia is the Zhostovsky list. The Zhostovsky list
represents an art list of the metal trays. The main motive of the Zhostovsky list is a flower
bouquet. Brightness of paints is inherent in Zhostovsky bouquets. A tray's edge decorates with
an easy and openwork ornament. You can see it on these pictures. This kind of craft arose in the
middle of the eighteenth century. It's interesting to know, that at first the similar list has
appeared in Ural Mountains (there were a lot of metal plants that time) and only in the first half
of the nineteenth century trays began to be made in villages of Moscow province. One of those
villages was Zhostovo.

One more excellent and distinctive craft in Russia is the Bogorodskaya carved. It is a folk
craft of toys and sculptures from soft wood, which exists in the village Bogorodskoye. The
aspen, alder and linden are served as the material for carving. In the main, the toys depict the
representative from the different various of the population, such as: the factory-hands and the
mechanics, the landlords and the bureaucrats... Moreover, the masters carve the figures of
animals, especially the bears. . It is interesting to know, that the Bogorodsky toys were played
not only by peasant children, but also by the Russian tsarevitchs. This kind of craft appeared in
the sixteenth century.

It seems to me, that national craft of each country can help you understand the originality
and uniqueness of this country. In my opinion, everyone in every country must know some
information about arts and crafts in his (her) country. And, as for me, I am interested in arts and
crafts in Russia and enjoy to receive information about it.

Russian writers of 19th Century

Perhaps the best known of the Russian writers is Leo Tolstoy. He was the son of rich
landowner. His parents died when he was 9. He spent his time drinking and gambling and not
caring about anything but pleasure. Then he went into the armv and fought in the Crimean War.

Tolstoy began writing stories first about the cruelty of war and then about the pride and self
ishness of the Russian nobles and the misery of the peasants. He wrote a very famous book
called «War and Peace», which many people think is even better than «Crime and Punishmenty.
In this book he describes Napoleon’s invasion of Russia and the terrible retreat from Moscow in
mid-summer. Tolstoy made himself unpopular with everyone. His wife and family were angry
because he wanted to give away his property and money. In the end, in 1910, when he was 82
years old, he left his home with his youngest daughter, meaning to leave the life of a penniless
wanderer, but very soon he caught pneumonia and died.

Another Russian writer of 19th century is Ivan Turgenev. He was the son of landowner.
Turgenev’s famous novel «Fathers and Sons» is about a revolutionary. But he himself spent most
of his life outside Russia, in Paris.

F. Dostoevsky spent 9 years in Siberia. Many people would say that long novel, «Crime and
Punishment», the greatest novel ever written. Both this and his novel «The Brothers
Karamazov», have been made into plays and films in English.

It was difficult and even dangerous to be a writer in Russia in the 19th century. Yet during
this period Russia had some of the greatest writers of all times.

What Is English Literature?

English literature is the study of literature written in the English language. The writers do not
necessarily have to be from England but can be from all over the world. It includes some of
history's most famous writers: James Joyce (Ireland), William Shakespeare (England), Mark
Twain (United States), Arthur Conan Doyle (Scotland), Dylan Thomas (Wales), and Vladimir
Nabokov (Russia), just to name a few.

English literature dates back more than five centuries. It represents writers not only from
different parts of the world and time periods, but it covers every major genre and style of writing
as well.

Why Is Studying English Literature Important?

Okay, so there are about a thousand things for a teenager, or even a 50-year-old adult, to do
in today's wired, 500-channel cable television world. We can watch feature films on our phones
or hop in a car and drive a hundred miles away in just a couple of hours. That's not how things
used to be. People used to read literature for entertainment because even just 50 years ago, there
were simply not many readily available entertainment options.

Despite these other entertainment options, English literature remains popular. It is time-tested
and well-worn for a reason. English literature deals with universal themes and values that help us
grow in our everyday lives. It also teaches us about different time periods and faraway places.
History of English Literature

It's difficult to discuss such a broad range of work in just a short lesson, so let's take a look at
the first three major periods of English literature.
Middle English Literature (1150-1485)

Some scholars would argue that the Middle English period started as early as the 1100s.

However, because the English language did not evolve into a dialect we could understand today
until about the 12th century, 1150 seems like a better place to start.
By far, the most popular and influential writer during this period was Geoffrey Chaucer. He was
considered the first great English poet. His works encompassed a variety of tones, styles, and
genres. One of his most renowned works, The Canterbury Tales, is an epic story of pilgrims
playfully pitted against each other in a storytelling contest. Each pilgrim's tale takes on a
narrative of its own. The poem is structured as a frame narrative, or 'story within a story:' a
literary device that would go on to become one of the most popular storytelling techniques in the
history of literature.

British Literature

Great Britain gave the world a lot of talented people. Many famous writers and poets were
born and lived in Great Britain.

One of the best known English playwrights was William Shakespeare. He draw ideas for
his tragedies and comedies from the history of England and ancient Rome. Many experts
consider Shakespeare the greatest writer and the greatest playwright in English language.
William Shakespeare wrote 37 plays which may be divided into: comedies (such as "A

and Cleopatra").

Robert Burns represents the generation of Romantic writers. In his poems he described
with love and understanding the simple life he knew. Among his well-known poems are
"Halloween", "The Jolly Beggars", "To a Mouse".

Lord George Gordon Byron. His free-spirited life style combined with his rare poetic gift
makes him one of the most famous figures of the Romantic Era. His famous works such as
"Stanzas to Augusta", "The Prisoner of Chillon", "Childe Harold's Pilgrimage", "Manfred"
draw readers into the passion, humors and conviction of a poet whose life and work truly
embodied the Romantic spirit.

Sir Walter Scott wrote the first examples of historical novel.

Lewis Carroll became famous when he published "Alice's Adventures in Wonderland".

William Shakespeare

There are a lot of famous names in the history of Great Britain. The name of
William Shakespeare is one of them. William Shakespeare, the great English poet
and dramatist, was born in 1564 in the town of Stratford-on-Avon. There were no
theatres in England then. Groups of actors travelled from town to town showing
performances in the street. Sometimes actors came to Stratford-on-Avon. The boy
went to see all their shows and liked them very much. He wanted to become an
actor.

Sometimes he wrote little plays and staged them with his friends. When he was
twenty-one, William went to London. There he joined a group of actors. At first he
only helped actors and then began writing plays for them. Soon Shakespeare’s
plays were staged more and more and became famous. The theatre where he
worked was called “The Globe”. It became the first professional theatre. Everyone
knows Shakespeare’s plays. The most famous of them are “Othello”,”Hamlet”,
“Romeo and Juliet”, “King Lear”. Shakespeare showed the real life and attitudes
between people. Love and death, friendship and treason, devotion and lie are the
main ideas of his plays. Shakespeare’s works will always be interesting for ail
people.



Oscar Wilde

Oscar Wilde 1s one of the most interesting representatives of British literature. He
was born in 1856 in the Irish family. His father was an optician, an author of some
books on Irish folklore. His mother was a poetess and was well-known in
aristocratic society. After graduating from Oxford University Wilde delivered
lectures on ethics and aesthetics in Europe and America. He was accused of
immoral behaviour and got into prison. After it he left for Paris where he died
in1900. He 1s well-known for his extraordinary talent and humour. “The truth is

rarely pure and never simple”, “There is no sin except stupidity”, “Art never
expresses anything but itself” are only a few of his famous aphorisms.

He always considered the aesthetic feeling of a person to be the moving force of
human development. Wilde’s fairy-tales always depicted the union between the
good and the beauty. Every detail in his lyrical fairy-tales has symbolic meaning.
“The Picture of Dorian Gray” is one of his most famous novels. It is a story of a
young man Dorian Gray. Under the influence of Lord Henry, his spiritual
“teacher”, Dorian becomes an immoral murderer. Despite this fact his face
remains young and beautiful. But his portrait painted by his friend reflects
Dorian’s immorality and cruelty. Thrusting a knife into his portrait Dorian kills
himself. His face becomes ugly while the portrait shines with perfect beauty.
Oscar Wilde’s literary heritage is very large and his works are often staged
nowadays.

Rudyard Kipling

Rudyard Kipling is one of the outstanding British writers. He was bom in 1865 in
the family of an Englishman in India. He got his education in England but returned
to India in 1882. There he spent 6 years working in colonial English press. There
he published his first literary works. In 1890 he published his first novel “The
Light that Failed”, which brought him fame. He was one of the most popular
writers of his time. During his life he visited South Africa, Australia, New Zealand
and Japan. “Plain Tales from the Plain Hills”, “Barrack Room Ballads”,
“Naulakka” enjoyed great popularity. During the years of Anglo-Boer War
Kipling used to visit the English Army. His novel “Kim” was written under the
impressions of the War.

In October 1902 his “Just so Stories for Little Children” were published. His fairy-
tales from the book were rather unusual for the British literature of that period.
One can find the influence of Lewis Carroll’s “Alice in Wonderland” in Kipling’s
work. But this influence didn’t prevent Kipling from creating absolutely new,
unusual fairy-tales. The unusual effect of his tales is reached by the rhythm and the
music of words. Those who were lucky to listen to Kipling reading his fairy-tales
noted that they always sounded truthful. Besides, not only children but even adults
were very fond of “Just so Stories”. Together with “The Jungle Book™ it still
enjoys great popularity. Every year the children in “Kipling Society” write
continuation to his fairy-tales.

The man who plunged over Niagara Falls and lived “The Daily telegraph”, October 22,
2003
An American man has plunged over Niagara Falls and lived, the first to do so without protective
devices. Hotidaymakers watched as the climbed over a wrought-iron barricade, slid down an
embankment to the rocks low, stepped into the water with a smile and was swept over the 167-ft
drop. He disappeared for four minutes, then swam to shore and walked out of the gorge with
only a couple of sore ribs. Niagara parks police said later that Kirk Jones, 40, from Michigan,
would be charged with illegally performing a stunt and could be fined up to J7,000. Jones was
still undergoing tests in hospital last night. This was an intentional act and we’re investigating it
as such, Inspector Paul Fortier lid. Police were also assessing a video of the incident taken by a
friend of Jones. The only otter person to have survived the drop without being inside protective
apparatus, such as a barrel, was a seven year-old boy thrown into the water in a 1960 boating
accident But the was wearing a life-jacket and Jones was not “When we got down mere, the guy



just got on to the rocks”, said Capt Shawn Bates, of the fine rescue department “He swam over to
the rocks by himself”’. “He was very co-operative. He grabbed a hunk of moss and put it in his
pocket and said, ‘That’s going to be a souvenir’ I don’t know if he was thinking quite right”.
Jones, wearing jeans and a T-shirt, had climbed into the water from the Canadian side just after
noon on Monday. Lynda Satelmajer, who saw the plunge, believed he was attempting suicide.
“We thought he looked odd because he made eye contact with us and seemed a bit edgy, kind of
jumping. said. “It was really freaky, he was smiling”. Deidre Love, who was at the falls
celebrating her first wedding anniversary with her husband, said: “The guy just jumped. He
didn’t yell or anything.” The Niagara River rushes over the falls at 150,000 gallons per second
and smashes into a rock-strewn gorge. The first person to go over and survive was Min Taylor,
50, in a barrel in 1901. Since then 14 self-proclaimed daredevils, a number also in barrels, have
attempted the feat and 10 lived. The body of a man who went over in kayak in 1990 was never
found and a jet skier who took the plunge in 1995 was crushed on the rocks after his parachute
failed to open.

Magazines

Magazines provide information on a wide range of topics such as business, culture, hobbies,
medicine, religion, science, and sports. Some magazines entertain their readers with fiction,
poetry, photography or articles about TV, or movie stars.
Magazines are designed to be kept for a longer time in comparison to newspapers and that is
"why they are printed on better paper and have covers. Magazines, unlike newspapers, do not
focus on daily, rapidly changing events.
There are specialized magazines intended for special business, industrial and professional
groups, and consumer magazines intended for general public. There are several kinds of
consumer magazines.
Children's magazines contain stories, jokes, articles on subjects especially interesting for
children and instructions for making games or useful items.
Hobby magazines are intended for collectors of coins, stamps, and other items; people
interested in certain sports or games; photography enthusiasts.
Intellectual magazines provide analysis of current cultural and political events. Many of them
publish fiction and poetry as well.
Men's magazines focus on such topics as adventure, entertainment, men's fashion and sports.
Women's magazines deal with child-raising, fashion trends, romance. They offer ideas on
cooking and home decorating. Many of the monthlies with big circulations are women's
magazines.

Television in Great Britain

Critics claim that the golden age of television occurred in the 1950's.

Various fads have swept the television scene — e. g. westerns, doctor and lawyer shows,
cops-and-robbers series, rural comedies.

Sports coverage of baseball, golf and especially professional football is currently in vogue.

Late evening talk shows are currently popular. Recently controversies involving television
have concerned children's programming, the issue of violence, and the right of TV to
broadcast controversial news programs. Psychologists have argued that the presentation of
violence on television might lead young people to regard violence as acceptable behaviour.
TV is a major factor in British life.

The British spend a great deal of time watching television. Some people watch one
program, and then they are tempted to watch the next one as well, when perhaps they ought to
be doing something else.

The more intelligent people, however, choose their programs very carefully. They find out
what they really want to watch by studying the printed programs, and do not allow
themselves to waste too much time.

Britain's first regular television service opened in 1932, when the British Broadcasting
Corporation (BBC) began transmitting four short late-night programmes a week. The



development of television was interrupted by the Second World War, but resumed after
it, making its first real impact in 1953 when the BBC televised the coronation of Queen
Elizabeth II.

In 1955 Independent Television (1TV) began transmitting, at first only in the London
area. Unlike the BBC, xotopswiii ¢uHancupoBaiu Oosblnyto its broadcasting with
the revenue from radio and television licences, I TV derived its main income from its
commercial advertising. This arrangement remains today.

In 1964 the BBC began transmitting on two channels, BBC 1 u BBC 2, the latter being
mainly for drama, arts and sports programmes. BBC 2 first broadcast in colour in 1967,
and BBC 1 and ITV followed suit two years later. A second commercial station, Channel
4, opened in 1982. Like BBC 2, it was intended as a mainly arts and 'cultural' service, but
with the specific task ofcatering for minority interests.

ITV programmes are produced by a number of regional companies. A national company,
TV-am, broadcasts news, current affairs and entertainment programmes every morning.
National news programmes on ITV are produced by a separate company Independent
Television News (ITN).

BBC 1 broadcasts a schedule of news, information programmes, documentaries, plays,
films and light entertainment (such as comedies and quiz shows) from early morning to
late at night. ITV's schedule is similar, but its presentation is generally slickerand more
'glossy’. Its programmes are cast round the clock.

Until the end of 1990, ITV's programmes and their schedules were under the supervision
of the Independent Broadcasting Authority (IBA). The IBA ceased to exist in 1991,
television when its responsibilities were taken over by a new body, the Independent
Television Commission (1TC). Commercial radio services were taken over at the same
time by the new Radio Authority. When this change took place, the former ITV channel
was renamed Channel 3.

Both the BBC and ITV broadcast educational programmes, including broadcasts for
schools. The BBC also transmits programmes for Open University students.

Despite the increasing popularity of satellite television, the non-satellite (also called
'terrestrial') channels form the main part of most

people's viewing. During last 10 years, Britain's most watched channel was ITV, with
27 per cent of all regular viewers. Next was BBC 1, ¢ 21 per cent.

All viewers must hold an annual television licence. The income from it is used by the
government to fund the BBC.
