The full name of the country is the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. The United
Kingdom is situated on the British Isles. The British Isles consist of two large islands, Great Britain and
Ireland, and a great number of small islands. Their total area is over 314 000 sg. km. The British Isles
are separated from the European continent by the North Sea and the English Channel. The western coast
of Great Britain is washed by the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish Sea. Northern Ireland occupies one third
of the island of Ireland. It borders on the Irish Republic in the south. The island of Great Britain consists
of three main parts: England (the southern and middle part of the island), Wales (a mountainous
peninsula in the West) and Scotland (the northern part of the island).

There are no high mountains in Great Britain. In the north the Cheviots separate England from
Scotland, the Pennine Hills stretch down North England along its middle, the Cambrian mountains
occupy the greater part of Wales and the Highlands of Scotland are the tallest of the British mountains.
There is very little flat country except in the region known as East Anglia. Most of the rivers flow into
the North Sea. The Thames is. the deepest and the longest of the British rivers. Some of the British
greatest ports are situated in the estuaries of the Thames, Mersey, Trent, T Clyde and Bristol Avon.
Great Britain is not very rich in mineral resources, it has some deposits of coal and iron ore and vast
deposits of oil and gas that were discovered in the North Sea.

London

London is the capital of Great Britain, its economic, political, and cultural center. It is situated on the
both banks of the Thames. London is a very old city. It is more than twenty centuries old. The original
walled city of London founded by Roman was quite small. Slowly it grew into a large city. And now it
is the largest city in Europe and one of the largest cities in the world with the population of 11 million
people. About a fifth of the total population of the UK lives in the Greater London area, that is in
London and its suburbs.

London is home for the headquarters of all government departments, Parliament, the major legal
institutions and the monarch. It is the country’s business and banking center and the center of its
transport networks. It contains the headquarters of the national television networks and of all the
national newspapers.

London consists of three main parts: the City of London, the West End and the East End.

The City is the financial center of London. It is the district where most offices and banks are

concentrated. The Royal Exchange, the Stock Exchange and the Bank of England are situated here.
During the daytime, nearly a million people work there, but less than 8 000 people actually live there.
Many people live outside the center of London in the suburbs, and they travel to work, in shops and
offices by train, bus or underground.
The West End is a symbol of wealth. This district is known for its many theatres, cinemas, luxurious
hotels and restaurants and expensive shops. By the day the whole of London is busy. At night offices are
quiet and empty, but the West End stays alive, because this is where Londoners come to enjoy
themselves. There are two opera houses here, several concert halls and many theatres, as well as
cinemas. In nearby Soho the pubs, restaurants and night clubs are busy half the night.

The East End is known as the poorer residential area of London where mostly working people live.
Many factories, workshops and the Port of London is situated here. The old port area is now called
“Docklands”. There are now new offices building in Docklands, and thousands of new flats and houses.
This district of London is very unattractive, but very important to the country’s commerce.



Like all big cities, London has streets and concrete buildings, but it also has many big parks, full of
trees, flowers and grass. The most famous of them are Hyde Park with its famous Speaker’s Corner and
Kensington Gardens.

London is also the main tourist attraction of the country. There are a lot of places of interest in
London, which attract thousands of tourists every year. They usually want to see Trafalgar Square,
Piccadilly Circus, Westminster Abbey, the House of Parliament, Buckingham Palace, St.Paul’s
Cathedral, the London Bridge, the Tower of London and many other places.

Trafalgar Square is the geographical center of London. Around the Square there are several large

buildings including the National Gallery and the Church of St.Martin-in-the-Fields, but it is

dominated by Nelson’s Column. The monument was erected in 1881 to commemorate Nelson’s
triumph at the battle of Trafalgar in 1805. The monument is guarded by four bronze lions.

At one side of the Square is the National Gallery, which was built in 1924. It has a rich collection of

pictures.

The Royal Family
At present the British royal family is headed by Queen Elizabeth. When the Queen was born on the
21st of April 1926, her grandfather, King George V, was on the throne and her uncle was his heir.
The death of her grandfather and the abdication of her uncle brought her father to the throne as King
George VI.

As a child she studied constitutional history and law as well as art and music. In addition she
learned to ride and acquired her enthusiasm for horses. As she grew older she began to take part in
public life, making her first broadcast at the age of 14. The marriage of the young Princess Elizabeth
to Philip, Duke of Edinburgh took place in November 1947. She came torthe throne after her father's
death in 1952 and was crowned in Westminster Abbey in June 1953.

Among Queen Elizabeth's many duties are the regular visits she makes to foreign countries, and
especially those of the Commonwealth, whose interests and welfare are very important to her. The
Queen has allowed the BBC to make a documentary film about the every day of the royal family.
She also started the tradition of the "walkabout", an informal feature of an otherwise formal royal
visit, when she walks among the public crowds and stops to talk to some people.

The annual Christmas broadcast made by the Queen on radio and television has become a
traditional and popular feature of the season, and there were widespread celebrations and special
program of events in 1977 to mark her Silver Jubilee.

The Queen's husband, Duke of Edinburgh, was born in 1926 and served in the Royal Navy. He
takes a great deal of interest in industry, in the achievements of young people (he founded Duke of
Edinburgh's Award Scheme in 1956) and in saving raise wild animals from extinction.

The Queen's heir is Charles, Prince of Wales, who was born in 1948, married Lady Diana
Spencer and has two children, Prince William and Prince Harry. The Prince of Wales is well-known
as a keen promoter of British interests.

In recent years he has become outspoken on such controversial topics as modern architecture,
violence in films and on television, and the standard of English teaching in schools. His wife Diana,
Princess of Wales (often called in mass media Princess Di), won the affection of many people by her
modesty, shyness and beauty. Unfortunately, she died in a car accident in August, 1997.

The Queen's other children are Princess Anne (born in 1950), Prince Andrew (born in 1960) and
Prince Edward (born in 1964). Anne, Princess Royal, has acquired a reputation for being arrogant,
but in recent years has become quite popular with the general public.

The Queen is widely known for her interest in horses and horse-racing. She is now president of
the Save the Children Fund, Chancellor of the University of London and carries out many public
engagements.

Prince Andrew, Duke of York, served as a helicopter pilot in the Royal Navy. In 1986 he
married Miss Sarah Ferguson (Fergie, for short) and has two daughters. Prince Edward is keen on
the theatre. This interest began while he was at university. He quit the Royal Marines, and is now
pursuing a career with a theatrical company.

The Queen Mother, the widow of the late King George VI, celebrated her one hundred birthday
in 2 000 and died in 2002. The Queen's only sister, Princess Margaret, Countess of Snowdon, is
well-known for her charity work.

They are the executive, the
legislative and the judicial. The executive is headed by the President and his Administration. The
legislative is exercised by the US Congress. The judicial is headed by the US Supreme Court.

The Congress consists of the Senate and the House of Representatives. There are two main political
parties in the USA, the Republican and the Democratic.

The flag of the USA is called "Stars and Stripes." There are three colours on the flag of the USA.

They are red, white and blue. As there are fifty states in the USA, there are fifty stars on the
American flag: one star for each state. The American flag has thirteen stripes. The stripes are red and
white. The flag has seven red stripes and six white stripes. There is one stripe for each of the first
thirteen colonies, which in 1776 became independent of England.

The eagle became the official national symbol of the country in 1782. It holds an olive branch (a
symbol of peace) and arrows (symbols of strength) in its paws.

The USA has an official song. It is called The Star Spangled Banner.

The USA is one of the greatest industrial and leading agricultural nations in the world. The USA
produces around 25% of the world's industrial products, agricultural goods and services.

The USA is rich in coal, iron and oil. Many rivers cross the country. The most important are the
Mississippi, the Missouri, the Colorado, the Sacramento. The main lakes are the Great Lakes in the
north.

The largest cities are New York, Los Angeles, Chicago, Philadelphia, Detroit, San Francisco,
Washington and others. The highest mountains are the Rocky Mountains, the Cordillera and the Sierra
Nevada.

The USA is one of the most powerful and highly developed countries in the world. It is the leader of the
western world.

Political system of America

As you know the colonies in America won the Revolutionary War (the War of Independence 1775-
1783). After that they became free and independent states, but they had a problem: they needed one
strong national government. That’s why in the year 1787 all the states sent their representatives to
Philadelphia where they wrote the Constitution.

The Constitution is the highest law in the United States which describes the powers of the national
government and the powers of the state governments.

The US government is like a tree with a strong trunk and three branches. The trunk is the people. It
holds up the tree. People choose the men who make American laws.

The first branch on the tree of government is the Congress. The Congress is a meeting of
representatives from all the states. The people elect those representatives. The Congress makes the laws
that everybody must obey. The Congress meets in the US Capitol in Washington, D.C. The Congress is
divided into two parts, the Senate and the House of Representatives. Every state, no matter how large or
small, sends to people to the Senate. These people are called senators. There are one hundred senators in
the Senate. A senator’s term is six years. Each state also sends people to the House of Representatives.
They are called congressmen. The number of congressmen from each state depends on the number of
people who live in the state. The larger states have more congressmen than the small states. All in all
there are 435 congressmen in the House of Representatives. A representative’s term is two years. The
Constitution give many powers to the Congress. One important power of the Congress is a power to
declare war.

The second branch of government is the President and his helpers. They carry out the laws that the
Congress makes. The President signs bills and then they become law. The Vice President and members
of the Cabinet help the President to make decisions. The US President is Commander in Chief of the
country’s armed forces. A person who wants to become President must be born in the United States,
must be at least 35 years old and must live in the United States for at least 14 years before becoming



President. The President’s term is four years and one can be President for one or two terms, but not
longer. Americans vote for the President in November of every leap year.

The third branch of government is the Supreme Court. It is made up of nine judges — the most
important judges in the land. They have to make sure that the President and the Congress follow the
Constitution. They decide what the Constitution and the laws passed by the Congress mean when there
is an argument about their meaning. The judges work in the Supreme Court as long as they live.
Americans are very proud of their Constitution. It was written more than 200 years ago and it is still
working. But the people of the United States can change the Constitution. Changes in the Constitution
are called amendments. There are 26 amendments to the Constitution. The first ten amendments are
called the Bill of Rights. They were made in 1791. The Bill of Rights guarantees to people of the USA
such important rights and freedoms as freedom of press, freedom of religion, the right to go to court,
have a lawyer, and some others. Soon after the Civil War (1861-1865) there were three important
amendments. The 13"amendment ended slavery, the 14" amendment made all Black people citizens of
the United States, the 15™ amendment gave Blacks the right to vote (long ago, only white men who were
over 21 years of age and owned property could vote in the United States). In 1920, the 19" amendment
gave women the right to vote. In 1971, the 26™ amendment gave people 18 years and older the right to
vote.

New York is often called the cultural capital of the USA. There are more than 800 museums in
New York. One of the best known is the Metropolitan Museum of Art.

Los Angeles is America's second largest city. Its name comes from the Spanish for 'the City of
Angels', because the land was originally claimed for Spain by missionaries in 1781. It became an
American city in 1850 when California became part of the United States. Los Angeles is a popular
place because of its pleasant semi-tropical climate and beautiful Pacific coast. Almost everyone
drives to work. There are about four million private cars in Los Angeles and the level of air pollution
is one of the highest in the country. Suburbs like Hollywood, the center of the movie industry, and
Beverly Hills, where famous actors and other celebrities live, have also made Los Angeles a tourist
attraction.

The third largest city in the USA, Chicago, is on the shore of Lake Michigan. Chicago is called
the Windy City because of the strong winds that blow through it. Chicago is an industrial center. The
city has always attracted a diverse population of Americans and new immigrants in search of jobs.
Chicago is also a railroad and trucking hub. Its airport, O'Hare international, is the busiest in the
world.

San Francisco is the most interesting city in the United States. It occupies the northern end of a
peninsula, so it is surrounded on three sides by water. San Francisco is famous for its bridges, fog
and foghorns. The greatest attraction of San Francisco is the Golden Gate Bridge, which has become
the symbol of the city. San Francisco is called the city of hills because it has 40 hills. It is famous for
its picturesque cable cars, which climb these hills, and for its bright houses that cling to the hills
along steep and narrow streets.

News Agencies

American newspapers get much of their news from the same sources which serve about half of the
people in the world, that is, the two U.S. news agencies AP (Associated Press) and UPI (United Press
International). These two international news agencies are the world's largest. Unlike some others — the
French news agency AFP or the Russian TASS, for example — neither is owned, controlled, or operated
by the government. AP is the oldest agency internationally (founded in 1848) and the largest. It
maintains reporters and cameramen at 122 domestic and 65 foreign news bureaus. It has some 10,000
subscribers — newspapers, radio and television stations and other agencies which pay to receive and use
AP news and photographs — in 115 countries. UPI is the second largest, with 92 domestic and 81
foreign bureaus in over 90 countries. It is estimated that altogether, around 2 billion people get most of
their news directly or indirectly through AP and UPI. It is also said that one reason why there seems to
be so much "American" news internationally is that both agencies have their headquarters in the U.S.

A basic characteristic of the American press is that almost all editors and journalists agree that as
much as possible news should be very clearly separated from opinion about the news. Following
tradition and journalistic ethics, young newspaper editors and reporters are taught that opinion and
political viewpoints belong on the editorial and opinion pages. They are aware that the selection of what
news is to be printed can cause a bias, of course. But an attempt must be made to keep the two separate.
Therefore, when a news story appears with a reporter's name, it means that the editors consider it to be a
mixture of facts and opinions.

There is also a very good economic reason for this policy of separating news and opinion. It was
discovered in the late 19th century that greater numbers of readers trusted, and bought, newspapers
when the news wasn't slanted in one direction or another. Today, it is often difficult to decide if a paper
is republican or democrat, liberal or conservative. Most newspapers, for example, are careful to give
equal and balanced news coverage to opposing candidates in elections. They might support one
candidate or the other on their editorial pages, but one year this might be a Republican, and the next a
Democrat.

There are no official or government owned newspapers in the USA, nor any law that says that
government records must be kept secret until several years have passed (though some “top secret”
documents are protected). Courts and judges cannot stop a story or newspaper from being printed. Some
one can go to court later, but then of course the story has already appeared.

Needless to say, some Americans are not very happy with newspapers publishing “hot news”
about politicians and famous people. But the American press responds by quoting their constitutional
rights. And every journalist knows that when something which has been hidden behind closed doors,
appears on front pages, it can sell a lot of newspapers.

The Information Technology

Education in Russia

In our country education is both a right and a duty of a citizen. This is stated in our Constitution.
Every boy and girl of 7 years old enters school. It may be secondary or specialized school when
children learn to the 9th form. After that they have the right to choose — to continue their
education in the school to the 11th form or to leave it. After finishing school teenagers can enter
on training to the various institutes or universities by their choice and by their results of final
examinations. Somebody choose to continue their education in the vocational or technical
colleges.

As a rule these are graduates of the ninth year of the secondary school.
They study not only general education disciplines, but also learn a profession there.
Citizens of Russia can get a several higher education, but only the first higher education is free.



Now more of the institutes and universities offer students different ways to get the higher
education. In addition to the full-time form of education, they offer the evening and the
correspondence forms.

Some universities offer the distance form of education first of all for those who consider a
possibility of receiving the second higher education.

The distance form of education is convenient in that the students can more easily plan their
schedule of lessons without leaving the job.

Education in Britain

There is a considerable choice of post-school education in Britain. In addition to universities,
there are also polytechnics and a series of different types of assisted colleges, such as colleges of
technology, art, etc, which tend to provide more work-orientated courses than universities. Some of
these courses are part-time, with the students being released by their employers for one day a week
or longer periods.

Virtually all students on full-time courses receive grants or loans from the Government which
cover their tuition fees and everyday expenses (accommodation, food, books, etc).

Universities in Britain enjoy complete academic freedom, choosing their own staff and deciding
which students to admit, what and how to teach, and which degrees to award (first degrees are
called Bachelor degrees). They are mainly government-funded, except for the totally independent
University of Buckingham.



There is no automatic admission to university, as there are only a limited number of places
(around 100,000) available each year. Candidates are accepted on the basis of their A-level results.
Virtually all degree courses are full-time and most last three years (medical and veterinary courses
last five or six years).

Students who obtain their Bachelor degree (graduates) can apply to take a further degree course,
usually involving a mixture of exam courses and research. There are two different types of post-
graduate courses — the master's degree (MA or MSc), which takes one or two years, and the higher
degree of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD), which takes two or three years.

The system of higher education in the USA
The main types of higher institutions

Higher education in the USA is the most extensive and versatile in the world. Now almost 10
million students study in American colleges and universities.

The universities are usually divided into state (or public) and private. The main difference
between the two is a financial one. Private universities have very limited financial help from the
State authorities.

There are four categories of higher educational establishments in the USA. Technical institutions
offer two or three year courses. They prepare students for employment in different technical
specialties.

Junior colleges provide two-year courses. They help the students to prepare for the further
education at the universities.

Art colleges, state and independent colleges award the Bachelor’s degree and sometimes the
Master’s degree in technology, art and teaching.

Universities award all degrees. Often they offer postgraduate courses for the highest degree — the
Doctor’s degree.

Text 2. College and University admission and entrance requirements

Access to higher education usually takes place after 18 years of age and after 12 years of
primary and secondary studies.
First, the universities require an application including personal information.

Second, it is a high school report. It includes a school-leaving certificate with the list of all
courses taken and all grades received, with courses failed and repeated, test results (SAT, ACT and
Achievement test) and general assessment of the applicant’s character such as motivation,
creativity, self-discipline, leadership, self-confidence and warmth of personality.

Third, it is recommendations by school teachers.

Fourth, personal commentary such as hobbies, special awards and prizes, work and travel
experience, career goals and the reasons for the choice of this university.

Finally, it is an entrance examination or personal interview.

SAT — the Scholastic Aptitude Test is taken in Maths and verbal activity.
ACT — the American College Testing is taken in social and natural studies.
Achievement Test — special tests in a discipline required by some colleges for admission.

Universities of Great Britain

Education is a process of teaching and learning, gaining new knowledge, experience, and
practice. It is a very valuable possession for every person, as the earlier you start, the deeper
knowledge you are going to have. We have been taught for all our life since the birth. Our first
teacher is our mum, later we receive useful information in the kindergarten, then we develop our
skills at school, but eventually each intelligent person makes a decision to enter a higher
educational establishment. If you desire to become a student of the university, you should work
hard to prepare for it. Usually the choice of the university is a very serious decision, SO no
wonder that more and more school graduates want to study in the best educational
establishments. Many European teenagers head for Great Britain, as its universities are famous
all around the world and their diplomas are valued everywhere.

Here are several types of universities in Great Britain. The first type is the ancient ones. All
of them were founded between the 16th and the 19th centuries and are very reputable. The top
place of them is divided between two well-known universities: Oxford and Cambridge, both
known as Oxbridge. Though they have rivalry, there is also a great cooperation between them. A
lot of elite people are the graduates of these universities, though they have differences in
educational process. Each of them is divided into more than thirty colleges. Colleges at Oxford
suggest only those subjects for the students that depend on the field of their study, but
Cambridge colleges give a chance to choose the subjects from the list according to your
preferences. Oxford University was founded in 1096 and now more than 20,000 students attend
it. It offers a broad array of courses, cooperates with numerous organizations, but a degree there
will cost you a pretty penny. Cambridge University is also known as the biggest public research
center and was founded in 1209 by scholars, who had escaped to Cambridge from Oxford. There
are more than 18,000 students there and some of the colleges admit only women. Students attend
not only group teaching sessions, but also have supervisions. Each of the graduates remains a
member of the college forever.

The second type of the universities is red brick ones. They got their name because of the
material they are built with and are located in Manchester, Birmingham and Leeds. They were
established during Queen Victoria’s reign and before World War II. They differ from the ancient
ones because of being non-collegiate and they have taught only locals. They used to admit only
men and focus only on “practical subjects”. Red Brick Universities were started as preparatory
courses, but nowadays they award with their own degrees.

Question: Lynne, I'd like to ask you first, at what age do people start learning English these
days?

LYNNE: Well, in many countries children start learning English when they go to school but I
think in some countries they're starting to teach English to much younger children and | think
this will become more and more common around the world.

GREG: That's certainly true ‘cause | know that in some countries they're even having English
lessons for six-year-old children, so they'll certainly be learning as soon as they start school, if
not before.

Q: And do you think that English will soon be the universal language?

LYNNE: Oh, I think most adults already speak some English, even if it's only a word or two here
and there, because English is very common and very useful.

Q: What about you Greg?

GREG: Well, I think that's right. Because already there are so many words that are in English
and that are used internationally, for example, "radio, television, football”, these are all
international words — English words though. So | think in years to come there'll be very few
people who don't speak English.

Q: And, do you think, Lynne, that teachers will start using English to teach other subjects, for
instance, geography or science, and that it'll be used in schools all over the world?

LYNNE: Yes, | do. I think that teachers will start experimenting with that. | think in many ways
it's the best way of learning English.

GREG: I'm not sure about that actually, | don't think that's right. I think some will be in English
certainly, for example, lessons in science, say. But I think quite a lot won't be in English — other
lessons.



Q: Now, what about British and American life and habits, institutions, do you think that it's
important to know about those?

LYNNE: I don't think that English as a language has anything to do with double-decker buses,
and bowler hats, and hamburgers and yellow taxis. It's an international language and it can be
used for communication between people who don't know each other's language, as a tool really.
So, I don't think that the cultural roots of English are important at all.

GREG: I really do disagree there, because I think you have to understand the culture of a
country, simply because there are some words that mean different things to different people
depending on what country they're in, for example, the word ‘tea’ can be a drink to some people
in one country and in another country it means an entire meal. The word 'police’ means different
things to different people. You always have to know a little bit about the background and the
culture of a country before you can fully understand the language.

Q: What about in the work? How important is English there, what's its role?

LYNNE: Well, I think it's really important and more and more people will use it at work — it's
easily understood wherever you come from and actually, everyone will need to use more English
for their work.

GREG: | think some people will need to use more English, particularly people working in big
companies who have to travel a lot and do a lot of business between countries, but for the
majority of the population in any country who aren't involved in international business or
moving around or travelling they'll be very happy sticking to their own language.

Q: And the traditional language class as we know it — do you think that that will continue or
will there be other forms of teaching, such as, teaching involving television and computers?
LYNNE: Well, I think that the traditional language class will still exist. The personal contact is
very important with the language teacher and of course, there is more than one person in a class,
you can interact with the other students and I think that that's much more valuable often than just
relating to a computer screen or listening to cassettes.

Q: Do you agree with that Greg?

GREG: Not entirely. I think that we live in a computer age now and, it's highly likely that
computers and other, videos for example — all those interactive programmes that you use with
videos — will allow people to learn foreign languages in a different way on their own, so that
you aren't dependent on teachers and other students.

Q: And finally, do you think that English will ever become more important than the language of
the native speaker?

LYNNE: Well, no. I think obviously English is important, but I think your own language and
your own culture and traditions are more important to you and | think it's good to respect those
and to hold on to them.

GREG: Yes, | agree. | think it would he very arrogant to think that English would be more
important than your own language, 'cause your own culture and your personal identity and your
national identity are, after all, far more important, aren't they?

Iconic Designers

‘Iconic’ is a big label. But there's more to an iconic brand than just the logo. It certainly helps,
but you'll often find that the biggest brands aren't the ones with the best logos.

Rob Janoff

Apple's iconic logo is instantly recognisable without the name. It's a truly great brand
because it's become synonymous with innovation and outstanding design. Its brand values
permeate through absolutely everything, from usability to design to language to packaging to
retail stores.

The Apple logo possibly is the most famous mark in the world today. And although it’s been
tweaked, the basic form has remained the same ever since — a testament to its simplicity and
longevity (and it was created in only two weeks).

Back in 2013, Rob Janoff told that the idea of an apple with a bite taken out of it was “really
a no-brainer”. He continued: “If you have a computer named after a piece of fruit, maybe the
image should look like the fruit? So I sat for a couple of weeks and drew silhouettes of apples.

“Bite is also a computer term. Wow, that was a happy accident. At that point I thought “this is
going to have a wink and a nod with it, and give it personality’.”

Carolyn Davidson

There aren’t many logos that are more recognised the world over than Nike’s iconic swoosh.
It’s often the simplest ideas that are the best and the Nike mark proves it.



Graphic designer Carolyn Davidson designed the logo as a student at Portland State
University in 1971 — and was paid $35 for it by Nike founder Phil Knight (Knight met Davidson
in an accounting class he was teaching).

The tick-like logo was seen as a symbol of positivity, but it’s actually the outline of the wing
of the Greek goddess of victory whom the brand was named after. In 2011, Davidson told
OreganLive.com that “it was a challenge to come up with a logo that conveyed motion” and that
Philip Knight was very impressed with the stripes of rival company Adidas — it was increasingly
hard to come up with something original.

As Nike grew in the 1980s, Philip Knight gave Davidson an undisclosed amount of Nike
stock (making up for the tiny fee for the logo, we’re sure).

Gianni Versace

Fashion design is the art of applying design, aesthetics and natural beauty to clothing and its
accessories. It is influenced by cultural and social attitudes, and has varied over time and place.
Gianni Versacechanged fashion. Versace transformed what fashion meant. He put fashion at the
centre of popular culture. From the beginning, Versace challenged snobbery. His dresses did not
play by the traditional sartorial rules. There was too much print, too much glitz, too much bare
skin, too much raw sexuality. The colours celebrated the raucousness of fashion at street level —
and put it on the catwalk for the first time. Yet the taste level was distinctly haute. His designs
were ambitious in their construction and fabrication. He pioneered dresses with panels of pliable
metal mesh, a kind of glamorous, sparkling, fluid chainmail that is now a red-carpet classic.
Thanks to its celebrity associations, Liz Hurley, Jennifer Lopez, Princess Diana, Versace became
a word that means all things glamour.

On the July morning in 1997, the 50-year-old designer was shot. But it was his murder that
jolted the world into recognition how important the name Versace was.

Design is concentrated on three main areas, Built Environments, Products and
Information and Communications. In life, there are many different areas for which people
design. Whenever you are around human creations, you are in a designed environment.
Everything from buildings to shoes to books to cars was designed by someone. People are
around design of one kind or another 24 hours a day.

Throughout the design process, there will be a range of different factors that affect the
way your design develops. Some of these are discussed below.

The basic rule for any design is an object which has to perform a certain function, its
design must support that function to the fullest extent possible. For example the shape of a
building or object should be based upon its intended function or purpose. Function refers to how
the product works. Does it work? Does it do what it was designed to do? Is it safe? Will it last its
intended lifetime? Are there better more efficient ways to do it or is this the most efficient way?

Aesthetics is all about how your product looks and is closely associated with the
philosophy of art. How I interpret beauty may be completely different to how you do. Therefore
people possess two concepts of value: aesthetics and taste. Aesthetics examines what makes
something beautiful, sublime, disgusting, fun, cute, silly, entertaining, pretentious, harmonious,
boring, humorous, or tragic. Taste is a result of education and awareness of cultural values. Taste
can be learned. You should ask yourself, does the product have visual appeal? Will it appeal to
others, not just myself?

Ergonomics is the study of how humans interact with their environments. This could be
how we live, how we work and even how we sit! If a product does not take into account
ergonomic factors, it maybe uncomfortable to use or and even cause damage to a person.

Environmental factors are tied to the ethical factors, but also relate specifically to the use
of resources in an environmentally friendly way. You should not use any materials in an



inappropriate way that may cause damage to the environment. This may include not disposing of
paints, solvents or other chemicals inappropriately, choosing environmentally responsible
materials, using sustainable materials where ever possible, recycling and using recycled
materials.

It goes without saying that if you want to be a good specialist you should have deep

knowledge in domain of your profession, and talent of course. But today it is necessary to have
some knowledge in different spheres of life, such as culture, history, politics, economics,
psychology and so on. A person who is capable of speaking about all of these themes is an
overall-educated person.
We need to be well-informed about scientific progress and newest technologies. It is necessary
for us to take in account needs and tastes of consumers. Our products must be not only beautiful,
but also very comfortable. And if we are going to work in foreign country, first of all we should
study foreign languages and learn different traditions and customs.

Environmental Protection in Great Britain

We are living in the time of rapid scientific and technological progress, which is accompanied

by an increasing consumption of the world’s natural resources. Such vital sources of life as air,
water, minerals as well as fauna and flora are being wasted and destroyed.
The protection of nature has become of international importance. Great Britain stresses the need
for improvement of environmental protection too. Integrated pollution control restricts emissions
to air, land and water from the most harmful process. Responsibility for pollution control rests
with local and central government. Great Britain has adopted a phased programme of reductions
in sulphur dioxide emissions from existing large combustion plants of up to 60 per cent by 2003.
Over 95 per cent of petrol stations in Britain stock unleaded petrol. Strict controls have reduced
carbon monoxide, hydrocarbon and nitrogen oxide emissions.

The Government worked out the rules for the use of the Earth’s atmosphere. Total emissions
of smoke in the atmosphere have fallen by over 85 per cent since 1960. Sulphur dioxide
emissions have fallen by about 40 per cent since 1970.

The Government is committed to the elimination of chlorofluorocarbons which damage the
ozone layer. They also contribute to the green-house effect, which leads to global warming and a
rise in sea levels.

There are nearly 500,000 protected buildings and 7,000 conservation areas of architectural
or historical interest in Great Britain.

The Government attaches great importance to the protection of national parks (they cover 9
per cent of the total land area of England and Wales). Great care is taken of three regional parks
and forty national scenic areas, which cover 13 per cent of Scotland. The territorial waters of
most nations are already being spoiled, but the National Rivers Authority of Great Britain
protects its inland waters in England and Wales. In Scotland the river purification authorities are
responsible for water pollution control.

Under such strict regime the mineral and other resources of the oceans and seas would
become reserves not only for use by this generation but the following generations as well.

The Global Warming

Nowadays we are living in the time of rapid scientific and technological progress, which results
in an increasing effect on the biosphere (1) of Earth.

I consider that the most destructive problem of nature is global warning. This phenomenon (2)
causes the increase in the average temperature of the Earth’s near-surface air and oceans in
recent decades.

Today the issue of global warming has become a question of vital (3) concern. The global
average air temperature near the Earth’s surface raised 0.742C during the 100 years ending in
2005. Moreover, the global warming is a terrific climate change, which will cause the global
cooling in future. Increasing global temperature will increase the intensity of extreme weather
events and change the amount of precipitation.

However, not all of the reasons that cause global warming are of human nature. Natural
phenomena such as solar variation combined with volcanoes (4) probably had a small warming
effect.

The Earth’s climate changes in response to variations in its orbit around the Sun, volcanic
eruptions and atmospheric greenhouse gas concentrations. People are responsible for the latter
and have to take serious measures as increasing global temperature will cause the level of world
ocean to rise. Other effects of global warming include the changes in agricultural yields, species
extinctions (6) of flora and fauna and increases in the range of disease vectors.

Global warming could also affect human health, harm wildlife and damage ecosystems.
Warming may enhance air pollution, particularly in urban (7) centres, increasing the incidence of
respiratory diseases. Asthma and allergic disorders result from climate changes too. Health risks
can be solved through various scientific strategies (8) which may include improved and extended
medical care services, better housing and air conditioning, water purification (9) and public
education.

Most national governments have signed the Kyoto Protocol aimed at reducing greenhouse gas
emissions. However, I don’t think that is enough to lessen the negative influence of global
warming. The next way out would be to stop using fuel and start exploiting alternative natural
resources like water, solar and wind power that may provide us with the necessary amount of
energy.

We all have to remember that this planet is our home. It gives us so many resources to live on
so we have to take care of it as well.

Green Peace

In 1971, motivated by their vision of a green and peaceful world, a small team of activists set sail
from Vancouver, Canada, in an old fishing boat. These activists, the founders of Greenpeace,
believed a few individuals could make a difference.
Their mission was to «bear witness» to US underground nuclear testing at Amchitka, a tiny
island off the West Coast of Alaska, which is one of the world's most earthquake-prone regions.
Amchitka was the last refuge for 3000 endangered sea otters, and home to bald eagles, peregrine
falcons and other wildlife.
Even though their old boat, was intercepted before it got to Amchitka, the journey sparked a
flurry of public interest. The US still detonated the bomb, but the voice of reason had been heard.
Nuclear testing on Amchitka ended that same year, and the island was later declared a bird
sanctuary.

Today, Greenpeace is an international ecological organization that has 2.8 million
supporters worldwide, and national as well as regional offices in 41 countries. Its headquarters
are based in Amsterdam, the Netherlands.



Greenpeace is a non-profit organization and nongovernmental. It unites people of different
colours living in different continents and speaking different languages. The common mission of
this organization is preserving life on the earth in its full variety.

Greenpeace does not accept donations from governments, corporations or political parties
but relies on contributions from individual supporters and foundation grants. Greenpeace does
not support any political party. Nevertheless, its members carry on a dialogue with all political
forces and struggle for approving and passing laws for the welfare of our environment.

As a global organization, Greenpeace focuses on the most crucial worldwide threats to our
planet's biodiversity and environment. It campaigns to stop climate change, save the oceans, stop
whaling, say no to genetic engineering, stop the nuclear threat, eliminate toxic chemicals.

that we do need fat to live, it's an essential part of our diet and physically we couldn't exist
without it.

The food we eat depends on lots of things. Taste is a big factor. Culture, religion and
health also play a part in what food we eat. Advertising and social factors also have a big
influence. So | love all kinds of milk products, especially kefir, cheese. | prefer cheeses from
Russia and Germany. | like different kinds of salads, dressed with olive oil or sour cream. | also
love all kinds of potato dishes. I usually drink down food with natural juices or kvass.

Well, of course, on weekends | want to try a new dish. If I have free time, I try to invent a
new salad or find an interesting recipe. On weekends | let myself have good red dry wine. Well,
many doctors say that red wine in reasonable quantities is very good for health.

I do not buy in shops ready or semi-manufactured food products, because this is
unhealthy. It is better to spend some time cooking, than to have problems with overweight and
heart.

Income is also an important factor. That is why not surprisingly, money, rather than a
lack of knowledge about how to eat well, is at the heart of the problem. Finally, there are three
main messages to follow for healthy eating:

First, we should eat less fat, particularly saturated fat.
Secondly, we are to cut down on sugar and salt.
Thirdly, we must eat more fresh fruit and vegetables

Also | prefer to have tea with bitter chocolate or home-made jams. As | do not change my
daily dishes, | very seldom have stomach problems. Actually I think that the simpler food is, the
better is its taste.

Preventative measures: Diet and Exercise

Two of the most helpful things we can do on our own ironically are two things we loathe
to be told to change. With the increase of stress in our lives, caused by different things such as
increase in population and traffic flow in addition to all the other stressors we face, we find it
hard to not just nap or go right to sleep when we get home from work instead of stopping at the
gym. This is a useful expression: “Quality over quantity”. We can take exercise as our example,
but it applies across the board. Simply put, it is better to do a short quality work out three times
per week than to race through poorly organized, high-stress workouts five days a week.
Consistency is important, as is giving your muscles time to recover, rebuild, and regenerate.



Before starting a new exercise, activity or whole program, go to see your doctor. They will have
a battery of tests to determine what your body can handle based on biometrics, physical, and
standard lab tests. Keep a journal and report to your MD regularly as well as reporting any
changes. As for diet, like exercise, anytime you decide to make a change you should make an
appointment with a nutritionist. Making large or broad changes to your diet can not only be
unhealthy but dangerous. Your MD and nutritionist will hopefully work together to form a
dietary plan which suits your basic nutritional needs as well as maintaining your body’s need for
balance. Dietary changes must be made slowly and gradually or else disharmony can result; a
person can actually do more harm than good in some cases no matter the intention. Avoid fad
diets and in particular “rapid change” diets which proclaim incredible sounding weight loss in a
short period of time. Remember, if it seems too good to be true, likely it is. Trust your instincts,
and consult your nutritionist.

AIDS

AIDS is an acronym for Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome and is thought to be caused
primarily by a virus that invades white blood cells (lymphocytes) and certain other body cells
including the brain.

Although treatments for both AIDS and HIV exist to slow the virus’ progression in a human
patient, there is no known cure. The rate of clinical disease progression varies widely between
individuals and has been shown to be affected by many factors such as host susceptibility.

AIDS is thought to have originated in sub-Saharan Africa during the twentieth century and is
now a global epidemic.

In 1983 and 1984, French and U.S. researchers independently identified the virus believed to
cause AIDS as an unusual type of slow-acting retrovirus now called « human immunodeficiency
virus » or HIV. Like other viruses, HIV is basically a tiny package of genes. But being a
retrovirus, it has the rare capacity to copy and insert its genes right into a human DNA.

Once inside a human host cell, the retrovirus using its own capacities begins to copy its genetic
code into a DNA molecule which is then incorporated into the host’s DNA. The virus becomes
an integral part of the person’s body. But the viral DNA may sit hidden and inactive within
human cells for years, until some trigger stimulates it to replicate.

Thus HIV may not produce illness until its genes are «turned onx» five, ten, fifteen or perhaps
more years after the initial infection.

During the latent period, HIV carriers who harbour the virus without any sign of illness can
unknowingly infect others. On average, the dormant virus seems to be triggered into action three
to six years after first invading human cells. When switched on, viral replication may speed
along, producing new viruses that destroy fresh lymphocytes. As viral replication spreads, the
lymphocyte destruction virtually sabotages the entire immune system.

In essence, HIV viruses do not kill people, they merely render the immune system defenceless
against other infections, e.g. yeast invasions, toxoplasmosis, cytomegalovirus, massive herpes
infections, special forms of pneumonia that kill in half of all AIDS patients.

That is AIDS. There are several types of AIDS. No one has been cured up to the present
moment.



Who is at risk?

Everyone is at risk, but young sexually active people in particular.

*Half of all new HIV infections in the United States each year and two thirds of all new STD
infections (sexually transmitted diseases) occur in young adults under the age of 25 years.

*AIDS is the leading cause of death among individuals aged 25-44

*Younger adults are more likely to engage in sexual behaviors that might increase their STD risk.

The Anglepoise[ ‘@ng(a)lpoiz] lamp is a balanced-arm lamp.The Anglepoise has become a
timeless classic. This classic piece of industrial design was originally conceived |kon'si:v| in
1932 by British designer George Carwardine, a car designer who was working on vehicle
suspension systems at the time. It was his work in this field that inspired the versatile four-spring
mechanism that defines the Anglepoise lamp, which was developed primarily for working
environments such as workshops and surgeries, but a simpler three-spring version soon made it
into homes too.

Leonardo da Vinci

She was painted in the early 1500s by Italian Renaissance artist Leonardo da Vinci. Today, she
hangs in the Louvre (LOO vr’), an art museum in Paris that was originally built as a palace for
kings. She is Mona Lisa — one of the most famous portraits in the world. The subject of the
portrait was a woman from the city of Florence, Italy. At age 16, Mona Lisa married Francesco
del Gioconda—a wealthy merchant 19 years her senior. When Gioconda asked da Vinci to paint
his young wife, the artist was struck by the woman’s beauty, so he agreed. Stories say that da
Vinci hired jesters to sing and dance while Mona Lisa sat for her portrait. Perhaps this accounts
for her special smile—one that has been described as both “mysterious” and “haunting.” Mona
Lisa’s mysterious smile is intriguing. So are these fascinating facts about the painting:

* The original name of the painting was not Mona Lisa—it was La Gioconda.

* The subject of the portrait has no eyebrows. It was the fashion of the day to shave them off! ¢
X-rays of the painting show that there are three different versions of the subject, all painted by da
Vinci, layered under the final portrait.

* In 1911, an employee of the Louvre stole the Mona Lisa from the museum. It was not returned
until 1913, when the thief tried to sell the painting to an art collector. The theft has been called
the biggest art heist in history.



* The Mona Lisa has been an inspiration to musicians. Composer Max von Schillings wrote an
opera about the painting. In 1958, American songwriters Livingston and Evans wrote a hit song
about the portrait. Its lyrics ask if Mona Lisa smiles to “hide a broken heart.”

Pablo Picasso

Pablo Picasso was a famous Spanish artist. To most, he is known simply as “Picasso.” He
was born on October 25th, 1881, and died on April 8, 1973. Pablo’s father was a drawing
teacher, and he encouraged his son’s artistic ability. When Pablo was ten years old, the family
moved to Barcelona, Spain, where Pablo took an exam to enter a famous and prestigious art
school, called La Llonga. The exam was supposed to take one month, but Pablo finished it in one
day! He later moved to Paris, where was worked as an artist creating and exhibiting his
drawings. During this time, he created his famous “Blue Period” works. They were called this
because of their devotion to the color, and because they were quite somber in nature.

In 1907, Picasso painted “Les Demoiselles d’ Avignon,” which is known to have been the
first painting in the “modern art” movement. Artists from all over the world travelled to see this
painting. Picasso created cubism, with a colleague named George Braque In the 1920s, Picasso
continued his work by creating theatre sets. His work during this period was considered neo-
classical, modern, surreal, and cubist.

In 1937, there was a terrible bombing in a small Spanish town called Guernica. Picasso
reacted by creating one of his most famous murals, a masterpiece named after the town of
Guernica. Picasso then moved on to print making and lithography. He was never content to use a
medium the way it was traditionally used, and came up with many inventive new ways to create
art. He worked on etchings, engravings, and worked on many other techniques. Just before his
87th birthday, he completed a series called the “347 Series,” in which he created three hundred
and forty seven pieces of etching and engraving work — between March and October! One of the
most interesting things about Picasso is that he was the first artist to be famous during his own
lifetime. He was quite a celebrity, and is considered one of the most important artists of the
twentieth century.

Christopher Wren
St. Paul's Cathedral, the greatest of English churches, is situated not far from the Tower, it’s
Christopher Wren's greatest masterpiece. It was completed in 1710 and is considered by many to
be the most beautiful building in Britain.



The Cathedral was built between 1675 and 1710 to replace the old Cathedral that was largely
destroyed in the Great Fire of 1666. It's the most striking building in the City today and the third
largest church in the whole world.

Prince Charles was married here in 1981 - "the fairy-tale wedding of the century".

Wren was building this Cathedral for years, he wanted to build a church that could rival
the great St. Peter in Rome. One can't imagine London without St. Paul. It stands on a hill and
the huge dome with a gold ball and cross at the top can be seen on a fine day from almost any
spot of London. St. Paul was built of white stone as well as many other buildings in the City of
London, but smoke and soot made the stones black, only the columns and edges washed by the
rain remained white. That is how the building got its peculiar white-and-black graphic look.

The interior of the Cathedral is very beautiful. It is full of monuments. The most

important perhaps, is the one dedicated to the Duke of Wellington. After looking round, you can
climb 263 steps to the Whispering Gallery, which runs round the dome. It is called so, because if
someone whispers close to the wall on one side, a person with his ear close to the wall on the
other side can hear what is said. Then if you climb another 118 steps, you will be able to stand
outside the dome and look over London. And if you want to see still farther you can climb more
steps right up to golden ball.
Among the great cathedrals of the world St. Paul's is unique in that it was conceived by one man
and built under his supervision during his life time- for 35 years the building of St. Paul's
Cathedral went on, and Wren was an old man before it was finished. As far as Christopher Wren
is concerned he found his acknowledgement and fame only after his death. He was buried in the
Cathedral. His tomb carries now an inscription in Latin which in English reads, «Reader, if you
seek his monument look around yous. But during his life after completing the main part of the
Cathedral Christopher Wren was slandered and removed from work. He was not even paid all
the money he had earned.

World famous Museums of Art
The Acropolis Museum, Athens, Greece

The stunning ground floor gallery houses finds from the slopes of the Acropolis. Its amazing
transparent glass floor provides a walk over history, with a view of the archaeological
excavation, while sloping upward to the Acropolis with sanctuaries of the Athenians from each
historic period nearby. Smaller settlements have been excavated, yielding glimpses of Athenian
life. For the first time, the exhibits in the Archaic Gallery allow visitors to take in all sides of the
objects, which are displayed in open spaces characterized by changing natural light.

Main attractions: The frieze of the Parthenon is mounted on a structure with exactly the same
dimensions as the cella of the Parthenon, giving comprehensive viewing of every detail.
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The Louvre

The fact that people go to the Louvre museum in Paris to see the original painting Mona Lisa
when they can see a reproduction anywhere leads us to question some assumptions about the role
of museums of fine art in today’s world.

One of the most famous works of art in the world is Leonardo da Vinci’s Mona Lisa. Nearly
everyone who goes to see the original will already be familiar with it from reproductions, but
they accept that fine art is more rewardingly viewed in its original form. People go to art
museums because they accept the value of seeing an original work of art.

1. The Musée d'Orsay

Today, the Musée d'Orsay is one of Paris's most famous art museums, and it has over two
million visitors a year. Yet it began life not as a museum but as a train station and hotel. Like the
Eiffel Tower, it was built for the World Exhibition of 1900, and until 1939was one of the city's
main stations. Then trains started to get longer and more powerful, and the platforms at the
Orsay Station were too short, so after 1939 it was used only for local trains. During World War
Il it became a mailing center for sending packages to prisoners of war. After the war it served as
a welcome center for prisoners returning home. It was then used in several film sets, including
Orson Wells' film of Kafka's The Trial.In 1973 the hotel closed its doors for the last time. There
were plans to demolish the old hotel and station, and build a large modern hotel in their place.
Fortunately a new interest in 19th-century architecture saved it from destruction and in 1977 the
French government decided to convert the building into a museum of art.

2. Tate Modern

In the year 2000 London got its first modern art museum, Tate Modern. It was a project to
celebrate the Millennium and is now one of London's most popular museums. It is, however,
very different from other modern art museums like the spectacular Guggenheim Museum in
Bilbao or the Pompidou Centre in Paris. Both of these are contemporary buildings, designed to
be museums of art. Tate Modern started life not as a museum but as a power station, producing
electricity for London. Construction began in 1947 and it was used as a power station until 1981
when the price of oil increased and it became more efficient to produce electricity in other
ways. The architect of the power station also designed the famous British red telephone box!
Seventy architects, including some of the best-known in the world, entered the competition to
design the museum. Two young Swiss architects were the winners. Work began in 1995 and Tate
Modern opened to the public on 12 May 2000.

The State Tretyakov Gallery

Pavel Tretyakov probably had little idea just how popular his private painting collection would
become. Today, the State Tretyakov Gallery is Russia's leading repository for national fine art.
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While you can spend hours walking the halls, let's take a look at the most important artworks to
see if you’re short on time.

The Tretyakov’s icon collection is astounding, home to some of the finest examples of 12th
century KievanRus art. One of the most important is Trinity (1425-1427) by Andrei Rublev, the
most famous religious artist in Russian history.

Fun fact - the first person to publicly exhibit icons was the famous Russian ballet impresario,
Sergei Diaghilev, an admirer of Tretyakov. He gave a boost to Russian culture abroad in the
early 20th century when he toured Europe with his troupe of ballet dancers and artists.

Serov was a portrait master. Russian emperors and royal family members posed for him, as did
famous contemporaries, composers, writers and artists. But one of his most widely acclaimed
artworks is a portrait of an ordinary 12-year-old girl, Vera Mamontova — Girl With
Peaches (1887).

The artist captured the moment by accident: Vera had just taken a seat as he arrived at their
house. Her father was Savva Mamontov, the powerful entrepreneur and art patron. Serov
recalled that he wanted to capture the girl’s freshness and the light she exuded. These are the two
most important paintings to see on the first floor.

Every important Russian art auction in London has at least one painting by this leading seascape
artist. His most famous masterpiece, The Ninth Wave, hangs on the walls of the State Russian
Museum in St. Petersburg. The Tretyakov Gallery has some of his other masterpieces, among
which is The Rainbow (1873).

You can’t confuse this painter with any other — Shishkin is credited with the greatest depictions
of Russian forests at any time of the day and in any season. Originally, Morning in a Pine
Forest (1889) had no bears, and they were added later by another artist, Konstantin Savitsky. For
some reason Pavel Tretyakov removed Savitsky’s name from the painting’s caption.

In Soviet times a fragment of the painting became a wrapper for the famous candy — Mishka
Kosolapy (Clumsy Bear).

Vasnetsov dedicated his entire life to folklore art, and most Russians imagine the characters of
the famous tales just as he depicted them. Bogatyrs (1898) is one of Vasnetsov’s major artworks,
on which he spent 20 years, and it depicts the most popular Slavic superheroes: Dobrynya
Nikitich, llya Muromets and Alyosha Popovich (pictured from left to right).

Before moving on, take in more of Russian folklore’s mysterious magical world as seen in two
other Vasnetsov paintings in the same hall — Alenushka, and Ivan Tsarevich Riding the Grey
Wolf.

Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts

The Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts opened in 1912 during Emperor Alexander III’s reign,
but was named the “Pushkin” museum in 1937, in honor of famous Russian poet, Alexander
Pushkin. The Pushkin Museum has one of the most extensive collections of Russian and foreign
art from ancient to modern times, as this museum was founded on the basis of providing the
public an educational institution of history’s most significant art periods. Permanent collections
include objects from Ancient Egypt, Ancient Greece and Ancient Rome, 7th- to 18th-century
European paintings, and works of the Middle Ages and Renaissance. Pushkin Museum of Fine
Aurts is comprised of six buildings in central Moscow, four of which are on Volkhonka Street.

The British Museum

The British Museum in London had its most successful year ever in 2017. It had more
than 6 million visitors. The previous record was 5 million, in 2014. Over a million more people
visited last year than in 2016. The biggest attractions were two big exhibitions. One was Life and
Death in Pompeii, the other was Herculaneum. The director of the museum said he was very
happy that so many people came. He told reporters that many things happened last year. Many
exhibits were loaned to the museum. He also said online access meant more people decided to
visit. He added: "This is truly a dynamic collection that belongs to and is used by a global
citizenship."

The British Museum has many exhibitions about human history and culture. It has about
13 million exhibits from all over the world. Some countries want the museum to return some of
them. Greece wants the Elgin Marbles back. They were originally from the Parthenon in Athens.
China wants the museum to return many things the British took from China in the 19th century,
and Egypt wants the Rosetta Stone. The museum first opened to the public in 1759. Back then,
only about 75 people a day visited it. They could look at 71,000 objects, including 40,000
printed books, 7,000 manuscripts, and many stuffed animals, birds and insects. There were also
very old objects from Egypt, Greece, Rome, the Near East, the Far East, and North and South
America.

The Design Museum

The Design Museum is situated right on the river Thames very close to the Tower Of London
which makes it a great spot anyway to visit. It isn't a very large museum which is housed inside
an old warehouse but which has been redesigned to look like a luxurious white 1930's art deco
building. There are plans for the museum to move to much larger premises during 2015.

The museum supports and promotes designers and architects from all over the world who
have led the field in contemporary design.

Many famous designers from all disciplines have had their work exhibited here such as
Isambard Kingdom Brunel (engineer), Paul Smith (fashion designer) and Jonathan Barnbrook
(graphic designer) to name just a few.

The museum does not have any permanent displays and so it is constantly changing and as
such there is always something new to see.

The Design Museum is the world's leading museum devoted to contemporary design in every
form: from furniture to graphics, and architecture to industrial design. Check out the regular
exhibitions dedicated to the rich creativity found in all forms of design, and its importance to our
world.

Originally founded in 1989 by Sir Terence Conran, the new Design Museum will reside in
the formerly derelict Commonwealth Institute building in Holland Park. To revive the hollow
concrete structure, the space has been redesigned by architect John Pawson. The new building is
three times larger than its previous location, with one permanent collection display, two
temporary exhibition displays, two shops, a restaurant, studio space, an archive and plethora of
other nooks. The new museum aims to be a hub for “contemporary design and architecture and
an international showcase of design skills”. Here, the individual designers and studios tasked
with filling the space discuss their part in designing the museum, the nature of communicating to
a diverse and international audience with varying levels of knowledge and the importance of the
institution’s new home.

The Design Museum is located at 224-238 Kensington High Street, London W8 6AG.

Designer Maker User, and opportunities to explore the present and future of design through a
programme of temporary exhibitions and pop-ups.

Metropolitan Museum of Art

The Metropolitan Museum of Art, located in New York City, is the largest art museum in
the United States and one of the ten largest in the world. Its permanent collection contains more
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than two million works, divided among seventeen curatorial departments. The main building,
located on the eastern edge of Central Park along Manhattan's Museum Mile, is by area one of
the world's largest art galleries. There is also a much smaller second location at The Cloisters in
Upper Manhattan that features medieval art. Represented in the permanent collection are works
of art from classical antiquity and Ancient Egypt, paintings and sculptures from nearly all the
European masters, and an extensive collection of American and modern art. The Met maintains
extensive holdings of African, Asian, Oceanian, Byzantine, and Islamic art. The museum is
home to encyclopedic collections of musical instruments, costumes, and accessories, as well as
antique weapons and armor from around the world. Several notable interiors, ranging from first-
century Rome through modern American design, are installed in its galleries.

The museum is also home to encyclopedic collections of musical instruments, costumes
and accessories, and antique weapons and armor from around the world.22 A great number of
period rooms, ranging from 1st century Rome through modern American design, are
permanently installed in the Met's galleries. In addition to its permanent exhibitions, the Met
organizes and hosts large traveling shows throughout the year.

The Met's Asian department holds a collection of Asian art, of more than 35,000
pieces, 18l that is arguably the most comprehensive in the US. The collection dates back almost to
the founding of the museum: many of the philanthropists who made the earliest gifts to the
museum included Asian art in their collections. Today, an entire wing of the museum is
dedicated to the Asian collection, and spans 4,000 years of Asian art. Every Asian civilization is
represented in the Met's Asian department, and the pieces on display include every type of
decorative art, from painting and printmaking to sculpture and metalworking. The department is
well known for its comprehensive collection of Chinese calligraphy and painting, as well as for
its Indian sculptures, Nepalese and Tibetan works, and the arts of Burma (Myanmar), Cambodia
and Thailand. All three ancient religions of India — Hinduism, Buddhism and Jainism — are well
represented in these sculptures. However, not only "art™ and ritual objects are represented in the
collection; many of the best-known pieces are functional objects. The Asian wing also contains a
complete Ming Dynasty-style garden court, modeled on a courtyard in the Master of the Nets
Garden in Suzhou. Maxwell K. Hearn is the current department chairman of Asian Art since
2011.

Types of Design
Industrial design

The field of industrial design is responsible for tools, household goods, transportation and
the thousands of manufactured things that modern people use every day. Good industrial design
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weds efficient performance with beauty and convenience. Many people consider the 1920s and
1930s to have been a high point of industrial design. The converging influences of modernism,
art deco and the exhilaration of the jazz age resulted in classic design in everything from salt
shakers to airplanes.

The role of an Industrial Designer is to create and execute design solutions towards
problems of form, use of ergonomics, engineering, marketing, brand development and sales.

Industrial designers are responsible for creating designs for various physical products like
electronics, automobile, etc. while considering the function and form of the actual products.

Graphic Design

Graphic design, also known as communication design, is the art and practice of planning
and projecting ideas and experiences with visual and textual content. The form of the
communication can be physical or virtual, and may include images, words, or graphic forms.

The term graphic design can refer to a number of artistic and professional disciplines
which focus on visual communication and presentation. Various methods are used to create and
combine symbols, images and/or words to create a visual representation of ideas and messages.
Common uses of graphic design include magazines, advertisements and product packaging.

Graphic design as a profession is a juggling act. You’re working to create something that
incorporates your client’s specifications as well your own design sensibilities. If you’re lucky,
the two overlap, but that’s often not the case. Sought-after qualities in this field include
communication, curiosity, passion, ability to take criticism, problem-solving, patience, and
reliability.

Packaging keeps the world organized. Whether it’s a packet for your M&Ms, a hamper
for your dirty laundry or the bottle that holds the delicious liquid particles of your beer together,
the things we put things in are important!

So what is product packaging? It’s a practical tool: it’s the box the toy comes in, the
bottle with a label, the tag on a garment, the wrapper of a candy bar. But it’s also more than that.
Like any good design, packaging tells a story. It’s also a sensual experience, literally engaging us
through sight, touch and sound (and possibly smell and taste, depending on the
product/package). All of these details help us understand what the enclosed product is for, how it
should be used, who should use it and, maybe most importantly, if we should buy a product or
not.

Fashion Design

In a sense, fashion design is really people design, because it creates the looks that people
wear on their bodies. Fashion design can range from practical work clothes for everyday use to
the most impractical and whimsical designs that are virtually never seen away from fashion
runways. Fashion allows people to use themselves as a blank canvas for art, and to turn their
exteriors into a mirror of what they are experiencing inside.

A fashion designer is someone who loves to study fashion trends, sketch designs, select
materials, and have a part in all the production aspects of their designs. They contribute to the
creation of millions, if not billions of pieces of clothing and accessories purchased by consumers
on a yearly basis.

Fashion designers can work in a number of ways. Fashion designers may work full-time
for one of the fashion companies, known as in-house designers. They may work alone or as part
of a team. Freelance designers work for themselves, and sell their designs to fashion houses,
directly to shops, or to clothing manufacturers.

Textile design

Textile design is the process of creating designs for knitted, woven or printed fabrics.
Successful textile designers have a creative vision of what a finished textile will look like with a
deep understanding of the technical aspects of production and the properties of fibre, yarn, and
dyes. Designs for both woven and printed textiles often begin with a drawing or watercolour
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sketch of the finished design. Today, most professional textile designers use some form of
computer-aided design software created expressly for this purpose.

Interior design

Interior design or Decor is a profession concerned with anything that is found inside a
space - walls, windows, doors, textures, light, furnishings and furniture. Interior design is a sub-
field of architecture that focuses on the interaction of people with the spaces they inhabit. A
talented interior designer can take an undeveloped space that feels cold and transform it into a
welcoming home. The work of an interior designer includes environmental psychology,
architecture, product design and traditional decoration (aesthetics and cosmetics).

They plan the spaces of almost every type of building including: hotels, corporate spaces,
schools, hospitals, private residences, shopping malls, restaurants, theatres, and airport terminals.

Professionals in this occupation work with interior spaces to improve the safety,
functionality and aesthetic appeal of the area. They select color schemes, furniture, flooring,
lighting and all other elements of a room or building. Interior designers also sketch their ideas or
use design software to communicate their plans with the architects, structural engineers and
builders who bring their designs to life.

Even if your ultimate goal is to have a business of your own, starting with a job in the
industry can be crucial to your success. It will teach you about the business, not to mention
introduce you to clients who, if they like your designs, may stay with you after you move on.

Landscape Design

Landscape design is focusing on everything outdoor in various scales, starting from the
apple tree in your garden, the housing where you live in, including the street you walking to
school, university or workplace, a playground you used to enjoy, a recreational park where you
exercising, a community mall you hang out, from the urban space of your town to the
countryside outbound, and all natural and manmade watershed infrastructure.

Landscape design bridges between landscape architecture and garden design. Landscape
designs focuses on both the integrated master landscape planning of a property and the specific
garden design of landscape elements and plants within it. Landscape design and Landscape
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Architecture, both take into account soils, drainage, climate and other issues, because the
survival of selected plants depends on those.

For instance, stone walls, concrete or brick patios, tile paths, wooden decks and wooden
arbors would all be considered part of the hardscape.

Ideally, a well-designed landscape incorporates a balance between hardscaping and
softscaping.

Hardscape elements: can be thought of as "hard,” yet movable, parts of the landscape,
like gravel, paving and stones, etc. They are inanimate objects. Other examples of hardscape
include walkways, retaining walls, pavers for paths or patios, outdoor kitchens, water features,
gazebos, decks and driveways.

Softscape elements: "soft" horticultural (living, growing) components of the landscape.
These might include flowers, trees, shrubs, groundcovers, etc.Change and evolve constantly, as
they grow and adapt to climate and other conditions.

A brick wall is not softscape.

Landscape designers often collaborate with related disciplines such as architecture and
geography, soils and civil engineering, surveying, landscape contracting, botany, and artisan
specialties. There can be significant overlap of talents and skills, depending on the education,
licensing, and experience of the professional. Both landscape designers and landscape architects
practice landscape design.

The Great Exhibition
1851 was the year of the Great Exhibition: a celebration of the product of the Industrial
Revolution in England. Queen Victoria’s husband, the Prince Consort was one of the key
instigators of the Great Exhibition. In five and a half months over six million people visited the
exhibition held in the famous Crystal Palace in Hyde Park, London. Crystal Palace was a huge
building of iron and glass built especially for the occasion, this exhibition was a stylistic anarchy,
with most objects displaying ornament for ornaments’ sake.

Ornament was seen as exotic, giving an object status, making it look more expensive than it
was, and disguising its often-banal function as well as poor construction. However, ornament
was often arbitrary, drawn from ornamental pattern books of the period, which were collections
of engravings illustrating decorative forms. The Prince Consort wanted the manufacturers to use
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good design in their products. Many manufacturers exhibiting spent a lot of effort, for the first
time, to use good design to show off their products. The Great Exhibition was a trade promotion
show to the rest of the Empire and it became a catalyst for Industrial Design and was the start of
the Arts and Crafts Movement.

Hermitage

The State Hermitage Museum in Saint Petersburg is the largest museum and picture gallery
in Russia. It is also one of the most influential institutions in art sphere in the world. The
museum is situated at the Harbor of Neva River in Winter Palace, which used to be the official
residence of Russian monarchs.

Hermitage has appeared in 1764 as a private collection of Catherine the Great, Empress of
Russia. She was fond of European pictorial art and her first collection consisted of 200 pictures
painted by Dutch and Flemish artists. At first these pictures weren’t on display. On the opposite,
they were hidden in remote and secluded rooms of the Winter Palace. This has also become a
reason to give the collection a name “Hermitage”, which means from French “a private secluded
place”. In 1769 more pictures were purchased for the collection.

They were brought from Dresden especially for the Empress. However, one of the most
important renewals happened in 1772, when Queen Catherine has bought a large collection of
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European art in Paris. The collection included pictures which were dominantly of Italian, French,
Flemish and Dutch artists.

As a museum, Hermitage has opened its doors for numerous visitors in 1852 in the New
Hermitage building. Already by the 1880 the attendance of Hermitage reached 50 000 visitors a
year.

At the moment people can see there various masterpieces of such world-known artists as
Matisse, Picasso, Van Gogh, Rembrandt, Van Dyck, Leonardo da Vinci and many others.
Surprisingly, Hermitage is not only a picture gallery. There are also lots of sculptures, ancient
arts and crafts items and else. Almost all works of art are of European origin.

At some point the museum started receiving works of Russian painters, but they were later
moved to the Russian Museum, which is also in Saint Petersburg.

The Bauhaus
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In 1919, the Bauhaus school of design was set up in Weimar, Germany under the direction
of Walter Gropius, whose aim was to unite art with technology by educating the new generation
of designers and architects to combine creative design with modern industry. It later moved to
Dessau, then to Berlin where it was closed by the Nazis in 1933. The name Bauhaus is derived in
German from the words ‘building’ and ‘house’. Gropius was a member of the German
Werkbund and leader of the ‘New Objectivity’ movement. An architect, he believed that the
‘ultimate aim of all creative activity is the building’. Hermann Muthesius who travelled to
England to study the English Arts and Crafts movement, particularly its influence on
architecture, formed the Werkbund in 1907. Impressed by its simplicity and functionalism, and
its emphasis on the handcraft ethic, Muthesius was determined to encourage these qualities in
German design. On his return from England, he was appointed to supervise the schools of art and
design in Germany.

Seeing the potential of mass-production, he wanted German designers to work with the
new industries to establish a reputation for high quality manufactured German goods, and
believed that this lay in fundamental product design rather than decoration. Mechanised
production was incompatible with ornament, and to facilitate the integration of designers with
industry, he brought artists and manufacturers together in the organisation he called the
Werkbund. Designers needed to produce smooth forms reduced to their essential function, and to
this end, he advocated the hands-on approach to design teaching. He encouraged new training
workshops, which would teach the students to actually make things as well as design them.
Muthesius was also an advocate for the establishment of homogeneity, universal standards in
building, particularly the standardization of building components, their mass production. This
coincided with an architectural, and art movement at that time after the Great War called New
Objectivity. This movement rejected, among other things, the exclusivity of the arts —
especially ‘Expressionism’ which stressed personal self-expression to the exclusion of
universality; and called for the consolidation of all artists, to bring the arts down to earth and
make them more real to ordinary people rather than just art-lovers. In architecture, this meant
simple and functional buildings replacing the elaborate, heavily decorated styles of the century
just passed.

The early twentieth century Throughout the 1920s and ‘80s, all high fashion originated in
Paris. American and British fashion magazines sent editors to the Paris fashion shows.
Department stores sent buyers to the Paris shows, where they purchased garments to copy. Both
made-to-measure salons and ready-to-wear departments featured the latest Paris trends, adapted
to the stores’ assumptions about the lifestyles and pocket books of American customers. Post-
War fashion The fashion houses closed during occupation of Paris during World War Il, and
several designers including Mainbocher permanently relocated to New York. Paris recovered its
primacy in the post-war era with Dior’s New Look, but Paris was never the sole arbiter of trends
again.

By the early 1960s, celebrities were becoming the new Fashion icons, even though they in
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turn wore designs from the couturiers of the day: influential “partnerships” of celebrity and high-
fashion designer included Audrey Hepburn and Givenchy, and Jackie Kennedy, Oleg Cassini.
The rise of British fashion in the mid-sixties and designers such as Mary Quant and Betsey
Johnson signalled the end of French dominance. Taking their cue from street fashion, these
designers catered to a younger consumer and offered retailers a new source of inspiration.
Vivienne Westwood’s streetinspired styles “created” the image which is now generally
considered as Punk. Later, New York designers including Calvin Klein and Ralph Lauren raised
American sportswear to the level of high fashion. The trend dictation of the old couture houses
was over.

MODERN STYLES

Fashion, or clothing style, is always changing. Fashion is never permanent. Long skirts, short
skirts, pants for women, make-up for men — these are some of the fashions that come in and out
of style. A style that is popular one year is out of style the next.

In the middle of the eighteenth century some of the most fashionable rich young men in Britain
copied the latest Italian fashions. They wore extravagant clothes, lots of make-up to look pale
and high wigs that were powdered and tied with ribbons.

In Europe at the end of the eighteenth century women's dresses began to get wider and their hair
began to get longer. The widest dresses measured nearly two metres, making it difficult to move
around and sit down. To make themselves prettier, some women had enormous hairstyles. These
were often decorated with flowers, feathers and even fruit!

After the First World War the clothes of the swinging 1920s shocked many people. Fashfans for
women became more relaxed and freer than before. Their hair became much shorter and dresses
were not as long and wide as before. Their clothes became brighter and less formal, to match the
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new music and dances like the Charleston.

Punk fashions were as aggressive as punk music, which arrived in the 1970s. Punks chose the
less conventional hairstyles possible. They cut their hair in strange ways and often dyed it
brightly. They usually wore large boots, torn jeans and painted leather jackets.

In many countries today people wear modern fashions most of the time. They sometimes wear
their traditional clothing on special days such as holidays. For example, in Japan people often
wear kimonos, or long silk dresses on New Year's Day. Yet fashion is more than clothing. If you
look at fashion magazines, you see many tall, slim models. These models show that height and
weight are an important part of fashion. Many people admire fashion models and wish that they
could look more like them. As long as people have the desire to be beautiful, there will be
fashion. There will always be people who follow the latest styles because they want to look their
best and be more attractive. These people think that their appearance is very important. They will
spend much of their time and money trying to look like the ideal man or woman.

Many people, especially young people, take no notice of the clothes the designers produce. They
wear things which express their ideas and feelings about life. If a boy has very short, almost
shaven hair, people expect him to have right wing politics. But boys with very long hair are
thought to have left wing politics. A boy who wears a leather jacket covered in bits of metal will
probably ride a motorbike. A girl who wears Laura Ashley dresses will probably have middle-
class ideas.

Some young people, of course, have fun with all the latest "street styles™. They cut their hair into
strange shapes, wear lots of cheap jewellery or paint their lips blue. These "street styles” come
and go. But a lot of young people try to look as clean and tidy as possible. Clothes with a sporty
look are popular. They make people look healthy and energetic.

Street styles are not created by the fashion designers. In fact, the fashion designers often use
ideas from street fashions when their own designs are made. But some leaders of British fashion
have enough ideas of their own. One of them is Jean Muir, whose designs let her be one of the
best designers.

Today’s Interior Design Profession
The profession of interior design has evolved from the earlier scope of the planning and
decorating of interior spaces.

The terms interior designer and interior decorator, both relatively new phrases, are sometimes
incorrectly used interchangeably. Many of today's interior designers would disagree with a recent
comment that "interior design is often undertaken without strong involvement in architecture,
especially by those active in the design of residential interiors.

Another way to distinguish design from decorating is to describe interior design as the
activity that plans for the necessities of a space relating to issues of safety and protection, and

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that considers the basic function of a space, and space planning. Decoration, in contrast,
implies ornamentation. Simply put, a decorator works only with surface decoration, such as
paints, fabrics, and furnishings. Although decoration enhances a space, adds to its individuality,
and may provide psychological and symbolic comforts within the space, it is not required to
meet the most basic universal human needs.

The term interior decorator, first cataloged as a dictionary entry in 1867, was later followed
by the term interior design in 1927. Interior design is described as "the art or practice of planning
and supervising the design and execution of architectural interiors and their furnishings."

The Encyclopedia Britannica defines interior design as "the planning and design of man-made
spaces, a part of environmental design and closely related to architecture. The U.S. Bureau of
Labor Statistics adds that interior design is a practical design that is conducive to a space's
intended purpose, such as raising productivity, selling merchandise, or improving lifestyle.

It has become increasingly important for the designers of today to recognize and achieve the
levels of education and training required to comply with the legal and ethical standards
associated with the health, safety, welfare, and comfort of their clients; that is,

professional interior design. However, it is recognized that many projects that would fall under
the activity of interior design are carried out by many categories of talented people trained in
specific skills, such as those related to architecture and industrial design.

Physical Properties of Materials
In studying the general structure of materials, one may consider three groupings: first, atomic
structure, electronic configuration, bonding forces, and the arrangement of the aggregations of
atoms; second, the physical aspect of materials, 8 including properties such as electrical and
thermal conductivity, specific heat, and magnetism; and third, their macroscopic properties, such
as their mechanical behavior under load, which can be explained in terms of impurities and
imperfections in the lattice structure and the procedures used to modify that behavior. In the
selection of materials for industrial applications, many engineers normally refer to their average
macroscopic properties, as determined by engineering tests, and are seldom concerned with
microscopic considerations. Others, because of their specialty or the nature of their positions,
have to deal with microscopic properties.
The average properties of materials are those involving matter in bulk with its flaws, variations
in composition, and variations in density that are caused by manufacturing fluctuations.
Microscopic properties pertain to atoms, molecules, and their interactions. These aspects of
materials are studied for their direct applicability to industrial problems and also so that possible
properties in the development of new materials can be estimated. In order not to become
confused by apparently contradictory concepts when dealing with the relationships between the
microscopic aspects of matter and the average properties of materials, it is wise to consider the
principles that account for the nature of matter at the different levels of our awareness. These
levels are the commonplace, the extremely small, and the extremely large.
The commonplace level deals with the average properties already mentioned, and the principles
involved are those set forth by classical physics. The realm of the extremely small is largely
explained by means of quantum mechanics, whereas that of the extremely large is dealt with by
relativity. Relativity is concerned with very large masses, such as planets or stars, and large
velocities that may approach the velocity of light. It is also applicable to smaller masses, ranging
down to subatomic particles, when they move at high velocities. Relativity has a definite place in
the tool boxes of nuclear engineers and electrical engineers who deal with particle accelerators.
For production engineers, relativity is of only academic interest and is mentioned here for the
sake of completeness.

In carrying out these duties and responsibilities, the Employee shall comply with all Employer
policies, procedures, rules and regulations, both written and oral, as are announced by the
Employer from time to time.

History of Advertising

Introduction. Marketing is more than just distributing goods from the manufacturer to the final
customer. It comprises all the stages between creation of the product and theafter-marketwhich
follows the eventual sale. One of these stages is advertising. The stages are like links in a chain,
and the chain will break if one of the links is weak. Advertising is therefore as important as every
other stage or link, and each depends on the other for success. The product or service itself, its
naming, packaging, pricing and distribution, are all reflected in advertising, which has been
called the lifeblood of an organization. Without advertising, the products or services cannot flow
to the distributors or sellers and on to the consumers or users.

Early forms. Advertising belongs to the modern industrial world, and to those countries which
are developing and becoming industrialised.

In the past when a shopkeeper or stall-holder had only to show and shout his
goods to a passers-by, advertising as we know it today hardly existed.

Early forms of advertising were signs such as the inn sign, the red-and-white striped barber's
pole, the apothecary's jar of coloured liquid and the wheel wright's wheel, some of which have
survived until today.

Effect of urban growth. The need for advertising developed with the expansion of population
and the growth of towns with their shops and large stores; mass production in factories; roads
and railways to convey goods; and popular newspapers in which to advertise. The large
quantities of goods being produced were made known by means of advertising to unknown
customers who lived far from the place of manufacture. Advertising grew with the development
of media, such as the coffee-house newspapers of the seventeenth century, and the arrival of
advertising agencies nearly 200 years ago, mainly to handle government advertising.
Advertising and the modern world. If one looks at old pictures of horse buses
in, say, late nineteenth-century London one will see that they carry advertisements for products
famous today, a proof of the effectiveness of advertising. Thus the modern world depends on
advertising. Without it, producers and distributors would be unable to sell, buyers would not
know about and continue to remember products or services, and the modern industrial world
would collapse. If factory output is to be maintained profitably, advertising must be powerful
and continuous. Mass production requires mass consumption which in turn requires advertising
to the mass market through the mass media.

The Pros and Cons of the Major Advertising Media
There are many different ways in which an advertiser's message can be communicated to his or
her audience. In the States, as well as most other developed countries, newspapers still attract the
largest share of the total advertising budget, with television, radio, direct mail and magazines
accounting for most of the rest. Other media such as billboards, yellow pages, videotext and
telemarketing, although growing steadily, still account for a relatively small part of the amount
spent on advertising. Each medium, of course, has its own strengths and weaknesses, and a
prospective advertiser would do well to consider these when devising the company's advertising
strategy.
The main advantage of newspaper advertising is its broad reach, getting through to a wide
spectrum of the population. There's permanence which you don't have with the electronic media
and an all-year-round readership which makes long term strategies feasible. Regional
newspapers also offer the advantages of geographical selectivity and flexibility. On the other
hand, newspapers usually don't offer colour, and if they do the availability is limited and very
often of mediocre quality. Most newspapers offer little in the way of demographic selectivity,
which can make precise targeting very tricky.
Television's main appeal is that it offers a combination of sight and sound, which opens up an
almost infinite range of creative possibilities. Furthermore, messages can be broadcast very
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frequently and, like newspapers, to a very broad target. The chief disadvantage, of course, is the
high cost of production and air time. The message tends to be short-lived and is often not seen at
all as many viewers now have DVDs and skip over the advertisements.

Direct mail campaigns or mail shots as they're otherwise known, rely on mailing lists containing
the names of likely prospects. Obviously, the more specific the list, the more effective the
campaign is likely to be - and some lists are very specific; for example, a list might contain the
names of all the female shareholders between the ages of 40 and 65 in a particular geographical
area and this makes targeting specific prospects much easier. Direct mail also has the ability to
saturate a specific area quickly using a style and format that offers enormous flexibility. On the
minus side, however, direct mail often meets with a certain amount of consumer resistance. It's
also relatively expensive per exposure.

Radio offers the advantages of low cost and large potential audience. As with television,
advertisers can select the stations and times favoured by the audience they want to reach but, like
television viewers, listeners can easily switch stations when he advertisements come on. Even if
they don't switch stations, there's a tendency for people to use the radio for background sound
and ignore the advertisements. Maybe it's because radio doesn't offer any visual possibilities.
Magazines differ from newspapers in several respects. Firstly, they tend to be kept much longer,
sometimes for several weeks or months, and are often passed from person to person. Secondly,
the quality of the reproduction is much better, which means advertisers can show their products
accurately and create a quality image. Thirdly, special interest magazines offer greater selectivity
in reaching specific market segments. However, the costs tend to be high and the campaign
usually has to be prepared a long time in advance.

Advertising in the Russian Media

The U.S. Information Agency and the Russian group Okno-Reklamaheld a meeting at an
international conference, whose aim was instruction and exchange of experience. The problems
were merely outlined — and it is clear that most publications face a similar set of such problems.
In Russian periodicals, as Prof. Obermeyer of the United States pointed out, line ads, or personal
announcements, are almost non-existent. By contrast, newspapers in the United States earn up to
50 percent of their proceeds from line advertising The."expulsion™ of private advertisers from
our newspapers started quite a while ago, in the days of financial pyramids, when it was far more
profitable for a paper to print ads from Khopyor Invest, MMM, and similar bubbles. There was
no room in the papers for ads from private individuals who could not afford to pay for them.
Khopyor and others of the same ilk vanished in the end, but the private advertiser never returned
to the general political newspaper, having got used to special advertising weeklies like “Iz Ruk v
Ruki “( From Hand to Hand). Not because announcement can be placed there free of charge, but
because the private individual knows that many more people are likely to see his announcement
in an advertising tabloid than in a serious paper.

Serious papers, however, do not have the knack of working with big-time advertisers,
who help many of them to survive, either. The advertiser tends to get cross when there are no
phone calls from readers of the paper in which he has placed his ad. The trouble is that the
newspaper has a good designer, but lacks a good copywriter, as he is known in the West, that is,
a professional who brings home the ad's message, making it psychologically palatable.

How do matters stand with Russian newspapers? If the advertiser is Russian, the paper
will painstakingly reproduce the ad's original text to the last comma. If he is a foreigner, the
paper will make a primitive word-for-word translation of his ad, like this one: "Our shampoo is
for healthy hair." Does this imply that it is unsuitable for unhealthy hair? Wouldn't it be better to
write "This shampoo will make your hair healthy"?

Actually, most of newspapers' and periodicals’ advertising-related problems stem from
copywriters' lack of professional skills. The common belief is that no special training is needed
here — you can pick up t he necessary skills as you go along. Here is areal-life example: One ad
leaflet dropped in private mail boxes reads:"Poverty-stricken students will take up any kind of
work — railroad car unloading, rubbish disposal, entrance hall cleaning, ad campaign
organizing."

While a newspaper can afford to send its advertising agents somewhere for training, who
Is expected to teach the editors to take seriously their ad service? A blank wall still exists
between the editorial staff and the advertising agents. Editors scold copywriters, blaming them
for the failure to attract advertisers. The copywriters retort: "They don't come because you don't
make a good job of the paper. What you print is not interesting."

If such discussions were face-to-face, there might have been some positive results. But
what we have is behind-the-backattacks. Simply Russian newspaper editors are not in the habit
of discussing the paper's creative concept with its ad service. It is only right and proper that such
impressive conferences should teach people who already work as copywriters how to put ads
together. But they would also do well to teach others, so that the paper might be widely read and
the ads pay off.

Advertising Week Draws Professionals to Moscow

Three major advertising events were held in Moscow. The Week of Russian Advertising, the
14th International Exhibition Reklama-2006and the Moscow International Advertising Festival
attracted advertising professionals from various countries to the Russian capital.
International Forum. The program of the Moscow International Advertising Festival (MIAF)
held at the World Trade Center Moscow was jam-packed:it included 35 seminars with
participation of 70 speakers, a number of conferences and round tables.
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It is the most important advertising festival in Russia. The advertising industry must improve
dialogue with society because their interests generally coincide. The festival is not only an
exhibition of advertising works, but also training. A lot of young people from the advertising
industry especially come to learn from professionals.

Advertisers presented at the festival 2,448 works compared to 1,880 works shown last year.
This growth is connected with the increase of foreign participants of the festival. Thirty countries
took part in this year's festival. These are not only participants from the former U.S.S.R., but also
from Austria, Germany, Finland, France, the Czech Republic, Croatia and Japan. The
participation of Japan was unprecedented for the Moscow festival. Our advertising is quite
young. It is not very easy for Russian advertisers to compete with mature foreign advertising
agencies. But now Russian professionals are happier if they win here because it is a victory
obtained not in "their own circle,” but among world advertisers.

This year the festival opened a new page of its history: besides the traditional
demonstration of entries, seminars, conferences, and master classes, there was an extensive
exhibition of creative advertising. Agencies, studios and bureaus placed their stands on 1,400
square meters of the Congress Hall of World Trade Center Moscow. The main demand for
participants of the exhibition was the maximum originality, boldness and sense of humor.

Prizes for Blockbusters. Together with the partners of the festival, its organizers began a
charity project "Apple Tree." All donations went to orphan children. Another big project was a
fair of talents, helping young people to find a job in the advertising business. Within the
framework of the festival the best advertising projects of the year were named and awarded. The
jury chose from hundreds of works presented by studios, advertising agencies and TV channels.
The projects that took part in the contest appeared on TV screens, on billboards, in newspapers
and magazines. They differ from each other in everything - from the things they advertised to the
means of advertising.

The ceremony took place at the Oktyabr cinema center. The Russian blockbuster Day
Watch was awarded for the advertising campaign that accompanied the way of the movie to
spectators. During the advertising festival, Russian TV Channel 1, sponsoring the film, got two
special prizes - "The Best Communications Project” and "The Best Advertising Campaign of the
Year."

The first prize of the festival also went to Channel 1 for a commercial for Lost, a U.S.
television series that attracted millions of Russian viewers around the country. The prize is the
most prestigious award in the Russian advertising world and a real recognition in the world of
professionals.

Discussing Regulations. The program of the festival included the "Day of Social
Advertising," a forum held by the leading Russian advertising agencies and dedicated to trends
in the development of the domestic advertising market. A separate meeting focusing on the
international experience in legislative regulation of the advertising sphere also took place.

Russia's Seven Wonders
Art, architecture and culture join with virgin wilderness and sun-splashed beaches, making
Russia truly an adventurous travellers wonderland.
From the volcanoes and geysers of Kamchatka, through the Siberian taiga to the mineral spas
around the Black Sea coast, it cannot be said Russia has nothing to offer the average tourist.
But figures cited by tourism experts showed that 70-80 percent of 3.5 million foreign tourists
that came to the country last year rarely ventured farther than Moscow, St. Petersburg and
perhaps the Golden Ring.
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They don t realize they could be taking a cruise along the waters of the Volga, bathing in hot
springs surrounded by volcanoes in Kamchatka or taking a boat over the crystal-clear waters of
Lake Baikal.

An alternative Seven Wonders of the World could easily be unearthed on Russia's territory, if
only tourists were willing to dig them out.

Considered the heart of Russia, Moscow is described as a place where ancient Russia meets the
Soviet Union and capitalism — illustrated by the golden onion domes of the Kremlin's
Orthodox churches, which look out past Lenin's mausoleum and over the massive GUM
shopping complex.

St. Petersburg, on the other hand, is considered to be a more European capital. The creation of
Peter the Great, it is best know for its 18th- and 19th-century palaces; the Peter and Paul
fortress, a former prison, the Hermitage Museum, and the White Nights.

The Golden Ring is a group of towns and cities — including Suzdal, Vladimir, Yaroslavl,
Kostroma and others. They offer a host of restored and abandoned churches, monasteries and
fortresses, rich museums and preserved wooden villages.

Set on the Black Sea coast against the backdrop of the snow-capped Caucasus mountains, the
beach resort town Sochi was for a long time the place to spend a vacation, with its subtropical
climate, warm seas, arboretum and gardens. Most tourists visit Sochi to relax on the beaches,
swim in the sea and partake of its favourable climate; but its mineral spas and sanatoriums
make it an ideal health resort.

For those seeking a natural high, Russia’s best attractions may be the Altai and Caucasus
mountains.

Untouched, unharmed and largely undiscovered by Western tourists, the so-called golden
mountains of Russia's Altai republic are noted for being among the most beautiful and
primordial parts of Siberia. The Altai mountain chain is set in a rich and diverse landscape of
steppe, taiga and semi-desert, and stretches about 2,000 kilometres from Mongolia's Gobi
Desert to the West Siberian Plain, through Chinese, Mongolian, Russian and Kazak territory.
Areas of the Caucasus mountains, which rise dramatically above the Black Sea coast and run
down to the Caspian Sea, are also noted for their plant diversity, subalpine pastures grazed by
wild animals and lack of human disturbance. Here, one can go skiing, scale Europe's highest
peak — the 5,642-meter Mount Elbrus — and relax at the spas of Mineralniye Vody.
Travellers can visit Kamchatka to see its hot springs and view its wildlife and spectacular
sunsets. Kamchatka, a more than 1,000-kilometer-long peninsula dividing the Sea of Okhotsk
from the Pacific Ocean, is said to be one of the least explored regions on Earth. The most
amazing attraction is the Valley of the Geysers in Kronotsky National Park, which was only
discovered in the 1940s. Its 180 or more volcanoes, thermal activity, hot springs, heated rivers
and geysers should be enough to attract any tourist. Inhabited by less than one person per
square kilometre, the peninsula boasts at least 14,000 rivers, 10,000 lakes, thousands of brown
bears and sable, and hundreds of bird and plant species indigenous to the area.

A holiday pursuit popular among Russians but rarely tried by foreigners is to take the pulse of
the country by plying its main artery, the VVolga. The 3,700-kilometer-long river winds its way
past republics and cities with varied environments, religions and economies, but all of which
hold the Volga as something central to their cultural heritage.

But among the best waters to ply are the crystal-clear depths of the pearl of Siberia — Lake
Baikal — one of the genuine Seven Natural Wonders of the World. An impressive spectacle
near the border of Russia and Mongolia, Lake Baikal is 636 kilometres long and 80 kilometres
wide — and is the world's deepest lake. Surrounded by forests and mountain peaks, the waters
are transparent to a depth of 40 meters in the summer, and freeze over so thick in the winter
that the Trans-Siberian Railroad once ran over its surface. The lake has more than 2,000
recorded plant and animal species — bears, elk, lynx, sables, freshwater seal, trout, salmon and
sturgeon. It is fed by 336 rivers, with only one river feeding out.
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One of the most famous ways to explore Siberia's vast expanse — and probably the dream of
many a foreigner — is the mythical Trans-Siberian Railroad. The Trans-Siberian Railroad is
now the longest continuous rail line on earth. Lake Baikal, Ulan Ude in Buryatia and
Vladivostok, Far East, are all along the journey.

MODERNISM IN ARCHITECTURE

The history of modernism begins, to cut a long story woefully short, with the emergence of
the notion of an individual acting with sole responsibility. This happened against a
background of the loss of the churches’ cultural dominance, and a situation driven by the
contradictions of a productive sphere geared towards profit. This radical change, often
equated with the “revaluation of all values” (Nietzsche), finds its technical and social
expression in the industrialization that drastically altered the lifestyles of humankind and,
with the intensive development of urban areas, had a very direct impact on architecture.
The engineer, by profession, considers just the functionality of materials and uses them,
wherever possible, only in the absolutely necessary quantity and size, relying in particular on
standardized calculations. This rational principle soon pervaded the building industry and
even became compulsory for “architects”. By contrast, not all engineers adhered to the purely
functional and necessary, creating bold and even aesthetically innovative buildings that made
a radical impact on the idea of what was humanly possible.
Therefore, industrialization laid the foundations for a new architecture, “at a time when
craftsmanship was metamorphosing into the industrial production process” (Emmanuel
Viollet-le-Duc). And yet, this transformation was by no means direct and deliberate. Many
circuitous routes were taken towards modernism, which can still be said to be “a work in
progress”. Modernism is neither an epoch nor a tide of events that points a way forward from
any particular historical point in time. Rather, it is on the one hand equated with
technological progress and rationalization, but on the other with the loss of traditional values
and aesthetics. From this standpoint, modernism must be regarded as a never-finished project
concerned with harmonizing Enlightenment hopes for self-determined individuals with social
and technological changes. This is quite specifically reflected in the requirements demanded
of individual designers: the job specifications for engineers and architects describe specialists
not merely assigned to technical projects, but those to whom social responsibility is also
entrusted.
